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Getting Started

You will receive an email containing your PositionTech GPS account login information; upon logging into
the system for the first time you will be asked to change your default password. Your password can be
changed at any time by navigating to the security section of the User settings.

Charge your device before first use. When the device is finished charging, disconnect the charging cable
and power the device on. Make sure that all protective port covers are securely in place before use.

GPS trackers must have a clear view of the sky to effectively communicate with GPS satellites and
acquire signals. Metal roofing and thick walls can create barriers to these signals. If the device is having
trouble obtaining a current GPS location place the device outside or on a windowsill.

Editing Tracking Devices

Before editing a tracking device make sure the device is displaying on the monitoring tab and the map. If
the device is not visible on the monitoring tab, select “Add All Available” from the upper bar in the work
area. This will add “All of the devices associated with your account to the Monitoring section.

Select the check box next to the unit name to allow it to appear on the map.
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When your tracking devices are displayed, Open the ‘Units’ tab in the work area and click the wrench
icon next to the unit you wish to edit.

If you don’t see the units tab, click on the three dots next to the username and select “units” this selects
the tabs that appear on your top menu bar.
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Upon clicking on the wrench icon, a unit settings window will be displayed. Here you can change the
name of a device, and, if applicable, add or change the current mileage. If you are unable to change one
of the displayed fields, that field is for the configuration and cannot be changed.

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Once you have confirmed your settings select “OK”, and you will be brought back to the main interface of
the tracking system. The left side is the “Work Area”. Here you work with top menu panels (Monitoring,
Tracks, Reports, Geofences, Jobs, Notifications, etc. You can adjust the size of the work area by
hovering the cursor on the border between the work area and the map. A double-sided arrow will appear.
Adjust the size by holding down the left mouse button.

The PositionTech GPS interface is developed to be user-friendly, allowing users to choose the panels of
the main menu they would like to see and work with. To select the menu items that you would like to
show in the top menu, click on the three dots in the upper right-hand corner. A drop-down menu will
appear. Place a checkmark next to the items you would like to appear on the top menu.
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Drag the map by holding the left mouse button while moving the cursor. Zooming can be done using the
mouse scroll wheel or by moving the slide up and down on the left side of the map.

Geofences

A Geofence is a virtual perimeter around a predefined area that can be utilized in a variety of ways on
the PositionTech GPS tracking platform. Geofences can be used to notify if your device has entered or
exited an area or to run a historical report on all visits and time spent within the predefined area.

There are 3 types of geofence shapes:

(1) Circle - Point of the map with a radius around it
(2) Polygon - Add as many points as you want to define a specific area
(3) Line - Use this type to be alerted if your device has entered or exited a route

User Accounts (sub-users)

The User Tab is where you will find pre-configured sub-user accounts.
The Positiontech platform assigns each account with three (3) sub-user accounts. Users of these
accounts (employees, sub-contractors, friends, or family members) access the system using a separate

username and password from the main account.

Sub-users can access both the web and mobile versions of the platform, create and manage
notifications, geofences and can run reports.

The default password is the username and is case-sensitive. Once logged in for the first time the user
will be asked to create a new password.

Access to these accounts is managed by the main account holder. Main account holders can log in to
the sub-user account and manage account passwords and settings.

Additional sub-user accounts can be requested by contacting customer support.

Map source: Selection of available maps.

Traffic: Activation of the traffic jams layer.

Unit icons: Display unit icons on the map. If disabled, motion state signs are displayed instead of icons.

Unit names: Display unit names on the map. If disabled, the names of units are not displayed on the map.

Icon grouping: Overlapping unit icons are replaced with a numerical indicator.

Geofences: Activation of the geofence layer on the map. To see the names of geofences on the map, activate the
Display names of geofences in the user settings of the web version.

Zoom buttons: Display zoom buttons on the map.

Notifications
Notifications: Activation of notifications in the application and push notifications in the mobile device.
Ringtone: Selection of notification sound.

Unit History
Display Notifications: Displays all notification events registered in the unit history.

Other
Geofences as addresses: Display information about the unit location in geofences instead of address information.

Auto-Lock: Screen lock mode. Available Options: Enabled, Disabled, and Disabled while charging. Disabled will
allow your mobile device screen to stay on and active while the app is open.

Navigation Bar
Here you can change the order of tabs in the navigation bar or hide rarely used tabs. To do this, move a tab to the
right position by holding the icon or dragging the tab to the Hidden tabs section.
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Map

Select the "Map" icon to view the map screen. Navigate the map by manually dragging it or by using the
zoom buttons on the bottom right corner of the map (if enabled in settings).

Touch on a tracker icon on the map to center on it and bring up detailed information about that specific
device.

You can also search for devices by name by using the search box on top of the screen. Upon selecting a
device, the screen will center on the device, and “Info” and “History” will now appear on the top of the
screen.

Info will display the device's current tracking information. History will show historical tracking data.

To select a different device, exit the page by tapping on the “<” icon in the top left corner. This will take
you back to the main Map screen.

When tapping on a device, the screen will center on the device, and “Info” and “History” will now appear
on the top of the screen.

(1) Info tab.

(2) Detailed device information. This area will contain the current location, last reported time, speed, time
of the last trip, and distance traveled.

(3) Tapping on the three vertical dots on the top right will produce a menu that will allow you to edit the
device name, send a command, share the device's current location, navigate from your current
location to the location of the device, copy it’s coordinates or execute a report.
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Map — History Tab

To see the tracking history of your device, tap on the "History" tab. Here, you will see the trips and stops
that your device made on a particular day. For each trip, you'll see the duration, distance, and average
speed. Select any of the times to view the tracks from that specific trip on the map.
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Reports

Selecting the Reports tab will open the report generation menu and allow you to select and create any
reports that are available on the web interface.

To run a report, select the report Template you wish to generate, Unit and Interval. Tapping on the
Execute report button will produce a report in PDF format that can then be printed, emailed, texted, or
uploaded to file storage or sharing. Tapping the three linked dots in the upper right-hand corner will

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Notifications — Managing and Creating

Selecting the Notifications tab will open the Notifications menu and allow you to manage existing
notifications that were created on the web interface and create limited new notifications through the app.
(Speed violations, Parameter in a message, Geofences, and SOS alerts)

To view the location details of a notification simply tap on any of the triggered natifications shown in the
list and the map view will open showing the location of the tracking device when the notification was
triggered.

To create a notification, tap on the gear icon in the upper right-hand corner (1). The window that opens
will display all the notifications that are created in the account. If this list is empty there are no created
notifications set up in the account.

From the properties page, you can turn notifications on and off by using the slider beside the listed
trigger.

To create a new notification, continue by tapping the “+” icon in the upper right corner (2). On the next
page that opens you will select the tracker you wish to create a natification trigger for (4), select the
notification type (Speed, Parameter in a message, Geofence or SOS), Name the notification, and select

Selecting the Geofences tab will open the geofences menu. This will allow you to manage existing
geofences and create new geofences through the app.

To manage an existing geofence, press and hold on a listed geofence, an options window will open. You
can view the geofence description, make the geofence visible or invisible on the map or create an alert
notification for violations inside or outside of the selected geofence.

Method 1. — On the Monitoring screen tap on a device from the list of units in your account, and the
tracker will appear on the map. Press and hold on the tracker icon for a few seconds to produce the
“Create geofence” or “Navigate to” options

(1) Select “Create geofence”, enter a name when prompted for the geofence and save, next select the
color of the geofence on the map and adjust the size of the geofence zone by moving the “ + /-
icons on the bottom right.

(2) Next, you will need to create a notification for the geofence you created to receive alerts when
trackers move inside and outside the geofence boundary.

(3) Select notification at the bottom of the menu and name the notification when prompted. Once the
name is saved, select the tracker unit(s) to apply the geofence notification to and the trigger (inside
geofence or outside geofence) once selected tap the check mark icon in the upper right-hand corner.
To create both inside and outside notification alerts simply repeat the above steps.
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Method 2 - On either of the map screens, move the map using your finger to the location you wish to
place a geofence. Press and hold with your finger the location you wish to place a geofence on the map.
The option to “Create geofence” or “Navigate to” will appear. Select “Create geofence” and follow the
instructions above.

(1) Move the map to the location you wish to place a geofence.

(2) When the map is over that location, press and hold on the location you wish to place the geofence.
The option to “Create geofence will appear.

(3) Enter a name when prompted for the geofence and save, next select the color of the geofence on the
map and adjust the size of the geofence zone by moving the “ + / - “ icons on the bottom right.
