When grilling the hot gases are then released through
the back of grill through a venting system. Using your
grill in windy conditions may disrupt the front-to-back
air flow.

1. For breezy days, be careful not to leave the front
hood down for more than 15 minutes, when the
burners are on. (Never leave grill unattended
when in operation)

2. If you suspect the grill is overheating, using an
oven mitt, open the front hood. Then adjust the
burner control knob to off position.

3. Orient the grill so the Prevailing winds are not
blowing into the rear or side of grill.
