Starting from the back of the racks.  Place the front of ladders on flat, soft surface, so not to
damage front of racks.  Space the ladders accordingly.  (Note: Ensure proper placement
of ladders, and bottoms are all in same direction as shown.)

From the bottom and working your way up, place the back spacer bars (4b)(6b) according
to the ladder notches.  Make sure to carefully interlock the spacer bars to the ladders.

Once spacer bars are properly placed.  Start
from the bottom of the rack, firmly apply
pressure to lock in the joint.  Then apply two
nails with a nail-gun, to each joint.  Remember
to firmly lock in each joint.

Place the middle ladders (2c) facing down on flat, soft surface, so not to damage front of
racks.  Space the ladders accordingly and put the back spacer bar (5b) into place.  Make
sure to center the spacer bar to the ladders.  Spacer bar should extend past ladders at
each end.

Flush

Flush the bottom of the spacer bar to the bottom of the ladders.  Lock in place firm and apply
two nails with a nail-gun to each joint.

When all ladders have been nailed to the spacer bar, slide the
ladders into place with the rest of the assembly as shown,
followed by the top spacer bar.

Hold joint firm and apply two nails with a nail-gun to each joint
shown.  Make sure to flush edges before applying nail.

With the help of another person, turn the rack so the back is on the floor, and the front
is facing up.  Starting from bottom up, place the front spacer bars (4a)(5a)(6a) according
to the ladder notches.  Make sure to carefully interlock the spacer bars to the ladders.

From the front and bottom of the rack, firmly apply
pressure to lock in the joint.  Then apply two
nails with a nail-gun, to each joint.  Remember
to firmly lock in each joint.

Flush the tilt stop (8) to the bottom of the middle angle
spacer bar.  Hold firm and nail twice on each ladder.

Press down on counter, and nail
spacer bar to counter from bottom side.

With the help of another person, hold in place the 
stemware and nail from the bottom into the spacer bars.
Far left side, far right side, and middle.

Stand the rack upright.  Place the counter top (9) above the lower racks.
