• Do not use an extension cord or a shared circuit. 

• Electronic devices must be protected against power surges. 

• Be sure to use an outlet that cannot be turned off by a switch. 

• Before installing, unplug the unit or turn off the power. 

• Be sure to install the unit in accordance with local wiring codes. 

• Before installing, plug or seal larger holes with insulation or silicone caulking. Also 
cover drywall with odourless waterproof paint. 

• Before installing, make sure the outlet is close enough to be reached by the unit’s cord. 

• Before operating the unit, check the voltage of the mains and do not use if it is below 
105 V. 

• Make sure all floors are insulated, as uninsulated concrete floors will radiate heat and 
moisture during the summer months, causing the unit to operate inefficiently. 

• All walls must be properly insulated with R20 insulation.

Gather all materials and tools 

Measure your space and prepare the following materials and tools: pencil, electric 
drill, level, screwdriver, hammer, stud finder (recommended), stepladder, elbow, pliers, 
water hose, screws, and the decorative grille.
 
Choose a location 

For your Wine-R unit. The space should be out of direct sunlight and not exposed to 
any source of heat. The unit should also be close to an electrical outlet.

Check for leaks 

When preparing the room to install your WINE-R unit, make sure all walls, ceilings, 
and floors are free of air, light, and water leaks. In particular, check that all corners, 
joints, gaps, vents, electrical outlets, and switches around the door and frame are 
properly sealed. 

Insulate the air/vapour barrier or space 

For new constructions with new frame walls, wrap or insulate the air/vapour barrier 
or space in the door, walls, floor, stud cavities, and existing ceiling with a minimum 
thickness of 20 cm (R20) of thermally resistant rigid insulation before installing the 
cooling unit.

Temperature range 

Choose an appropriate location suitable for the model’s cooling capacity, where 
the ambient temperature is generally between 55 °F and 60 °F with a humidity 
level of 50% to 70%. The temperature of the wine must remain as stable as possible. 
Temperature fluctuations may reduce its quality.

Location of outlets

On the cold side of the unit, place the electrical outlet (15 A, 110 V with fuse and circuit 
breaker) in the empty spaces where the included power cord will be easily accessible.

PRÉPARATION
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Make sure all floors are insulated, as uninsulated concrete floors will radiate heat and 
humidity during the summer months causing the unit to run inefficiently. All walls must be 
properly insulated at least with R20.
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLATION OVER A 
DOOR:
• Before installation, check the unit by performing a bench test for at least 10 minutes. 
• During the test, the display should light up, the airflow should start within one minute, 

and then the compressor should follow in another minute.
• If the “hot” side discharges hot air and the “cold” side discharges cold air, the unit is 

ready to be installed and used.
• Two people will be needed to install the unit.

Use only safe, certified ladders. 
Trace the outline or draw a 
pattern above the door to indicate 
the hot side.

Caution : Make sure you have a 5” 
clearance all around the unit on 
the cold side.



Cut out the two sides of the rectangle:

Carefully insert the cooling unit with the 
help of another person.

Note : Add 2’’ x 4’’ grids to reinforce the structure.
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Add the fixing bracket to the cold side of the 
unit and attach the grille to the unit with a 
screwdriver.
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Attach the drain hose or water hose to the elbow, then attach the elbow 
to the unit. Next, plug the unit into the electrical outlet and wait one 
minute. The unit will then begin to operate.

Screw the elbow into the unit, fit the drain 
hose to the elbow and connect the hose to 
the drain.

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CONTROLLER (TERMOSTAT) OPERATION

1. START: First, press the POWER        button to start the machine..  

2. *The start cycle is 3 minutes.  

3. **The temperature can be set between: 50 °F – 77 °F // 10 °C – 25 °C. 

4. Press the UP       or DOWN        button to set the desired temperature  

5. To restart: Unplug and replug the unit. 

6. To convert to °F or °C, hold the UP        and DOWN        buttons simultaneously for five 
seconds.

SPÉCIFICATIONS
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• To clean, unplug or turn off the power to the unit and carefully remove the grille. 

• Use a vacuum cleaner with a brush attachment to clean the coils when they are dusty 
or dirty. 

• Avoid abrasives or other harsh cleaners such as window sprays, scouring cleaners, 
flammable liquids, cleaning waxes, concentrated detergents, bleach, or petroleum-
based cleaners on plastic parts. Do not use paper towels, scouring pads, or other harsh 
cleaning materials. These may scratch or damage the unit. Replace the grille and plug 
in or reconnect the unit. 

• Use only nonflammable cleaners to clean the unit. 

• Clean the gasket that extends beyond the door to create a seal with the surface it 
touches. Rub a thin layer of wax on the gasket after cleaning. 

• Clean the cooling unit regularly, about once a month, to prevent odour and dust build-
up. 

• Clean the condenser and evaporator coils every six months with a vacuum cleaner. 
These are located behind the grille, on the front of the cold side. 

• When changing the fuse, be sure to replace it with a fuse of the same size and shape. 

• Overheating may result if the unit is not properly insulated and the machine is 
operated for a long period of time. Please contact us to correct any problems related 
to unit installation that may arise. We are also available to help you learn how to use or 
replace your unit, or repair fuses and correct wiring and/or plumbing in your home. 

• Always have two or more people when servicing the unit. Failure to do so can result in 
serious injury, especially back injury, due to the unit’s considerable weight. 

• If the unit is damaged, call for professional repair or replacement. 

• To prevent damage from potential overheating, each unit should be closely monitored 
for 12 hours after start-up and following power outages. 

• When not in use for an extended period of time, unplug the unit, then clean, wipe, and 
dry it thoroughly. Detach all removable parts, wrap them well, and tape them together.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS
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WARNINGS

Do not plug in the cooling unit if the power cord is damaged; it must be 

replaced by the manufacturer or by a qualified person in order to avoid any 

danger.

 

If the cooling unit is in “alarm” mode, unplug it immediately. Keep flammable 

materials and vapors such as gasoline away from the appliance. Failure to 

follow this instruction could lead to an explosion, fire or even death.

 

Do not use an adapter or extension cord to plug in the device.

Children are not permitted in this area.

Proper drain monitoring is necessary to avoid the possibility of water 

damage. Make sure the seal is properly sealed.

 

Do not leave the light on for an extended period, this could increase the 

temperature of the room and affect the proper functioning of the unit.

 

The cooling unit is intended for indoor use only. The device cannot be 

installed/used outdoors. 

Monitor storage and ambient conditions regularly and daily to avoid having 

to make multiple costly and unnecessary service calls.
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IF THE COOLING UNIT IS NOT WORKING

Q1 : Has the cord come unplugged?

A : Plug it into a three-prong outlet.

Q2 : Has a household fuse blown or a circuit breaker tripped?

A : Unplug the cooling unit or turn off the power, then remove the control box  and check/

replace the fuse or reset the circuit.

Q3 : Does the unit show any physical damage from shipping?

A : Contact the shipping company for any shipping-related damage.

IF THE SCREEN DOS NOT TURN ON :

Q4 : Is the unit plugged in?

A : The unit has a three-minute delay between plugging in and full start-up. This is a built-in 

safety measure that protects the compressor in case of sudden power failure.

IF THE MOTOR SEEMS TO RUN TOO LONG :

Q5 : Is the outside temperature higher than normal?

A : Expect the engine to run longer in warmer weather. At normal temperatures, your motor 

should run between 40% and 80% of the time. In warmer conditions, expect it to run even 

more.

IF THE COOLING UNIT WORKS, BUT DOES NOT COOL ENOUGH :

Q6 : Is the storage temperature set properly?

A : The unit may take a few days to reach the desired storage temperature. Lower the room 

temperature if the unit temperature is too high.

Q7 : Are the room and floor properly insulated ?

A : Make sure you have at least R20!

Q8 : Is the grille blocked?

A : Make sure there are no objects obstructing the cooling unit so that air flows freely on 

both sides of it.

FAQ AND TROUBLESHOOTING
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WARRANTY
Two year limited warranty :

This warranty entitles consumers to specific legal rights. The warranty covers a period of two 

years from the date of purchase mentioned on the original receipt. In the event of a defect 

or problem with the unit, it is our responsibility to refund the consumer the prorated portion 

of the purchase price based on the unexpired portion of the warranty. This limited warranty 

only covers replacement with an equivalent product under the conditions set forth below.

Important note: This limited warranty is valid only in the United States or Canada and applies 

only when the unit is used in the country where it was purchased.

This warranty does not apply if :

1. The device has not been kept running since its installation.

2. The unit has not been maintained or installed according to the manufacturer’s 

instructions.

3. The information contained is incomplete or the warranty card is found to be altered.

4. Applicable codes and instructions are not followed correctly.

5. The installer has not operated the unit at the correct voltage/power.

6. The unit is damaged by shipping, transportation, installation, fire, or water.

7. This warranty does not cover replacement parts.

8. Losses due to cooling unit failure are not covered by this warranty.

This warranty applies if:

1. The product defect appears during the first year.

2. The consumer retains a proof of purchase, since the warranty applies only to the original 

purchaser.

3. The unit is operated and maintained in accordance with the instructions specified in this 

manual; Wine-R will pay for factory specified parts and labour to correct defects in materials 

and/or workmanship that existed at the time of purchase of this unit.

4. An identical part is no longer available due to a change in law, regulation, or standards; 

accordingly, the part will be replaced with one of similar functionality.

5. The claim of defect is made in writing within 15 days of the purchase directly to WINE-R.
