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Slide assembled Legs through the crossbar clips (e) on
the three Crossbars.

) @D Ensure the intended installation area is clean and free of
obstruction. Do not install on parcel shelf or other

@2 Place the barrier in the back of the car, and expand the Legs
upwards until they extend from the floor to the roof.
