Use the cut out center of the ruler to create a myriad of

Quilt them in a row to create a design perfect for large borders. Line the ruler up with the edge of the
area, then quilt along the inside. Travel along the edge, then repeat. The closer you quilt the shapes,

the more they will overlap.
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Tip: Use the straight outer

edge to travel along the seam.

For an even more complex
design, quilt a row of
overlapping shapes, then
quilt another row that
mirrors the first one. Be
sure to take your time and
use your reference lines to
ensure they stay straight.

Quilt along the top part of the cutout only to quilt chevrons quickly.

Ovwerlap two rows of
chevrons for a diamond
border design.
