o If the product is supplied with cable, connect it to the main
power supply using a 3-wire cable having a min. section of 1
mm?2 (Brown = Live, Blue = Neutral, Green/Yellow = Earth ).

USE OF THE PRODUCT

e By means of the illuminated switch the towel warmer can be
switched on and off.

e Carefully arrange the towels without overlapping them in
order to optimise drying time and appliance temperature.

CLEANING
