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Operating Instruction

After cleaning, turn on the water outlet switch until all the dirty water has flowed out.
Then turn off the switch. Fill all the pipes with clean water until the water level
above the water level sensor. Turn on the switch of cleaning function to drive out the
air in the pipes and water pump so as to prevent the pump from working without
water. The jets are adjustable. Please repeat 2 and 3 times of air driving procedure to
ensure air is completely driven out of pipes. You can adjust the angle of jets for what
you want. Turn off cleaning function then you can turn on water regulating switch.

Note: The water temperature should not above 60 degree centigrade.

Cleaning of Acrylic Surface and Accessories Generally

Clean the acrylic surface,

General cleaning product can be used with no problem whatever for normal
cleaning. Apply with a sponge or soft cloth and rinse off with cleaning water.
When scratches appear, use 1500# sandpaper to scrub it and then polish it by
applying toothpaste and soft cloth, or you can use some special cleaner. Do
not use strong corrosive detergent such as ammoniate, acetone, formic acid,
formaldehyde.

Clean the electroplated fittings,

Soft cloth can be used for general cleaning. Do not use coarse cloth.

Clean cover net for suction,

Unfasten the screws. Take out the net and clean it to make sure it is expedite.
Do not use strong corrosive detergent such as ammoniate, acetone, formic acid,
formaldehyde.
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Note on Installation of Water Pump W

1.Read and follow what is specified in this manual.

2 Installation of motor shall be performed by a qualified electrician.
3.The motor driving the water pump can reach high temperatures. To
avoid being burned, do not touch the casing of motor.

4 Ensure the water level is above the jets before starting the motor.
5.This product can only be connected to GFCI/RCD power supply. The
installation of GFCI/RCD shall be performed by a qualified electrician and
be tested according to operating instruction of GFCI/RCD.

6.Do not drop or insert any item into the entrance of water pump and
motor.

7.Do not modify the water pump. Do not add anything to the water pump.
8.When using water pump for bathtub, the air switch driver shall be
installed on the highest point of the bathtub. (Pressing air bag switch)
9.There is a connecting bolt inside the connecting box. To prevent
electric shock, please connect the bolt to the ground wire on electric
circuit board, use the same nonconducting brass wire with

specification not less than 1.5mm’.

10.Warning--To prevent leakage current, GFCI/RCD shall be installed.
11.Warning--To prevent leakage current, worn-out wire shall be replaced
intime.

12.Warning--To prevent electric shock, do not use extended electric wires.
