Finding The Correct  Width

Finding the Width: Begin by taking the width measurement of your
Cornice and center it over the window opening.

on each side.

When you install your Z-Brackets make sure you install within 3”-5”  inward

Ceiling/Jamb Reduced Cap: Typically mount directly to the ceiling or 
inside the window jamb.
