2.1 DESIGN AND FUNCTION

The CoffeeRacer ‘Living’ is a high end racing solution for those who make the most of their
space. The CoffeeRacer is designed to hold entry level to semi-professional racing wheels
and pedals. The CoffeeRacer can fold away inside the box to hide in plain sight.

Watch your fingers and fingers of others when adjusting the
position of the pedals or folding down the bridge.

CoffeeRacer.

CoffeeRacer is not a toy and should not be operated by children
without adult supervision.

4.1 DELIVERY
The delivery consists of 2 boxes with CoffeeRacer parts. Please check if your delivery is
complete.

4.2 ASSEMBLY
NOTICE Wrong handling could damage the CoffeeRacer. Protect the

CoffeeRacer and the environment by assembling on a matt/rug.

Required tools:
Hex key 4 mm (included)

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4.2.1 Preparation
Remove the CoffeeRacer from its box. Remove the plastic from the CoffeeRacer.
For the coffee table:
Apply six felt stickers to the underside of the CoffeeRacer.
For the pedestal:
Apply four felt stickers to the rear side (driver side) of the CoffeeRacer.
Apply two magnet felt patches to the underside of the CoffeeRacer.

First, fold up the bridge from the frame.

1. Release the four quick releases on the bridge.

2. Pull up the bridge until it cannot go any further.

Tilt the bridge upright.

4. Pull up the bridge completely and hook the bridge in racing mode by tilting it rearwards
and lowering it.

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5. Fasten the bridge with the four quick releases.

4.2.2 Installing the pedals

First mount the pedal set to the pedal plate:

© Holes are pre-drilled for most common pedal sets (see Appendix Il for a list of tested
pedal sets). For some pedal sets, additional holes might be required.

1. Flip the pedal set upside down.
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2. Place the pedal plate upside down on top of the pedal plate.

3. Insert the silver flange bolts in the pedal set through the pedal plate.

@O Two screws on the front are tested to be sufficient. You can add more if the hole pattern
allows. You can drill additional holes if you have experience with drilling aluminium.

Finally, mount the pedal plate with the pedal set in the frame:
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1. Slide the pedal plate into the frame.
2. Mount the pedal plate with the four hex bolts.
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4.2.3 Installing the steering wheel

NOTICE Avoid damage to the wheelbase. Attach the wheelbase to the
wheelbase plate with the correct size screws.

Steering wheels with bottom connectors allow cables to feed through the wheelbase plate.
Steering wheels with back connectors require routing the cables around the bridge.

© The steering wheel depicted is an example. Yours may differ.
Holes are pre-drilled for most common wheels, see Appendix Il for a list of tested wheels.
For some wheelbases and pedal sets, additional holes might be required.

First mount the wheelbase to the wheelbase plate.

If your wheel is fitted with bottom connectors, first follow these three steps:

1. Run the cables through the cable sock.

2. Connect all the cables to the wheelbase.

3. Pull the cables through the cable hole in the wheelbase plate. Don not forget to feed the

pedal set cable as well and connect it to the wheelbase.

If your wheel is fitted with bottom connectors, continue. If your wheel is fitted with back
connectors, start here:

1. Flip the wheelbase upside down.
2. |Insert four silver countersunk bolts in the wheelbase through the wheelbase plate.

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Finally, mount the wheelbase plate to the bridge:

1. Place the wheelbase plate on the bridge.
2. Insert the two top thumbscrews on the bridge.
3. Insert the two bottom thumbscrews under the bridge.

4.2.4 Feeding the cables

NOTICE Avoid damage to your racing wheel cables.Leave enough slack on
the wires between the adapter box and the bridge so the bridge can

move freely.

Feed the cables from the wheel towards the output:
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1. Lay out the cables of the pedal set and wheelbase.
a. Feed the pedal set cable through the adapter box towards the wheelbase.
b. Feed the USB cable from the wheelbase through the adapter box to the cable output.
c. Feed the power cable from the wheelbase to the adapter in the adapter box.
d. Feed the power cable from the adapter to the cable output.

2. Put the cable sock around the USB cable, pedal set cable and power cable coming out
of the wheelbase. If your wheel is fitted with bottom connectors, you already installed the
cable sock.

3. Feed the cables from the wheel down behind the bridge. If your wheel is fitted with
bottom connectors, the cables feed from the bottom of the bridge already.

4. Make sure the adjustment on the wheelbase and pedals are set in the furthest position.
a. Make sure the bridge is set in the highest position.

b. Make sure the pedal plate is set fully to the front.
c. Make sure the wheelbase pale is set fully to the back (towards the driver).
5. Secure the cable sock with cables to the hooks under the bridge with the cable ties.

4.2.5 Finalising the installation

A CAUTION Risk of injury. Watch your fingers when adjusting the position of the
pedals or folding down the bridge.

Slide the pedals to the folded position. The position depends on your type of racing wheel
(see Appendix Il).
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1. Release the four quick releases on the pedal plate.

2. Slide the pedals forwards to the folded position.

©® Some pedal sets require moving rearwards to the folded position. See Appendix Il for a
list of tested wheels.

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Release the four quick releases on the bridge.

You may need to adjust the wheelbase plate to fit inside the CoffeeRacer. Adjust the plate
by unscrewing the four knobs, sliding the plate, and tightening the knobs again.

Pull up the bridge and push it towards the front of the CoffeeRacer.

Lower the bridge.

Tilt the bridge downwards and lower it until it cannot go further.

Fasten the four quick releases on the bridge.

For the coffeetable: slide the CoffeeRacer to the desired position and place the lid on top to
close the CoffeeRacer.

5.1 BEFORE USE

5.1.1 Placing the CoffeeRacer

For the coffee table:

1. Remove the tray from the coffee table.

2. Move the CoffeeRacer in front of the seat.

For the pedestal:

1. Remove the tray from the pedestal.

2. Remove the magnet felt patches from the top of the pedestal and place them on the
front.

3. Tilt the CoffeeRacer down with the open side facing up.

4. Move the CoffeeRacer in front of the seat.

© You may need to put rubber strips underneath the CoffeeRacer if you experience sliding
around. This can occur with slick floors in combination with load cell pedals or intense
driving. Put the large strips underneath the CoffeeRacer and the square strips under the
back legs of the chair.

5.1.2 Folding up the bridge
1. Release the four quick releases on the bridge.

2. Pull up the bridge until it cannot go any further.
3. Tilt the bridge upright.
4. Pull up the bridge completely and hook the bridge in boarding mode by tilting it forward.

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5.1.3 Setting the pedals
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5.2

Release the four quick releases on the pedal plate.

Slide the pedals to the desired position.

You could mark your desired position with a piece of tape or a sticker.

Change the angle of the pedal plate to the desired position.

Fasten the four quick releases on the pedal plate by pushing the quick release into the
notch. Start with the front quick releases.

USING THE COFFEERACER

To set the bridge from boarding mode to racing mode:

©@
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Whilst seated, pull the bridge with the wheel towards your shoulders to release it from the

boarding mode.
Lower the bridge to the desired position. Support the bridge to prevent it from falling.
Pull the bridge towards you and lower it at the desired height to hook it in racing mode.

Fasten the four quick releases on the bridge.
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Then adjust the wheelbase plate to the desired position.
1. Unscrew the four knobs on the wheelbase plate.
2. Slide the plate to the desired position.

3. Tighten the four knobs again.

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5.3.2 Folding down the bridge

wheelbase do not collide. Be extra careful with rear cables.

Release the four quick releases on the bridge.
You may need to adjust the wheelbase plate to fit inside the CoffeeRacer and prevent

5.3.3 Putting away the CoffeeRacer
For the coffeetable: slide the CoffeeRacer to the desired position and place the lid on top to
close the CoffeeRacer.

For the pedestal:

1. Move the CoffeeRacer to the desired position.

2. Tilt the CoffeeRacer upright with the open side towards the wall.

3. Remove the magnet felt patches from the side and place them on top of the pedestal.
4. Put the tray on top of the pedestal.
