SWITCH PANEL A  (21.5 & 31.5 Inch)

① Pattern Display ② Quick-select Directional Buttons
③ Save Your Favorite Pattern ④ On/Off(with memory function)
⑤ Previous Mode Select Button / Next Mode Select Button
⑥ Alternate Flashing Button
⑦ Auto Cycle Mode Button(from 1-20 patterns)

SWITCH PANEL B  (38.5 & 47 Inch)

① Pattern Display ② Quick-select Directional Buttons
③ Save Your Favorite Pattern ④ On/Off (with memory function)
⑤ Pause Flash (Take down & Alley function is not affected)
⑥ Select Pattern Button
⑦ Steady White Light Front and Back
⑧ Steady White Light Both Sides

1. Insert the bolt into the short 
bracket, then insert it into the 
bottom holes of the light bar.

2. Secure them tightly with a nut.

3. Fix the long bracket in the gap 
at the top of the car door.

4. Insert the bolts into the overla-
pping holes of the two brackets.

5. Add the nut to hold the light bar on the vehicle firmly.
