Courses Offered 

 Thai language courses for foreigners is a short course which organizes courses at 8 

levels (3 year classes) as follows: 

1. 1st Year course level 1 – level 3 courses, totaling 216 hours. 

 Level 1 Beginning Thai, 12 units, 6 hours, totaling 72 hours. 



 Level 2 Beginning Thai Plus, 12 units, 6 hours, totaling 72 hours. 

 Level 3 Intermediate Thai, 12 units, 6 hours, totaling 72 hours. 

2. 2nd Year course level 4 – level 6 courses, totaling 216 hours.  

 Level 4 Intermediate Thai Plus, 12 units, 6 hours, totaling 72 hours. 

 Level 5 Reading & Writing book 1, 12 units, 6 hours, totaling 72 hours. 

 Level 6 Reading & Writing book 2, 12 units, 6 hours, totaling 72 hours. 

3. 3rd Year course level 7 – level 8 courses, totaling 216 hours.   

 Level 7 Thai Short Stories 1, 18 units, 6 hours, totaling 108 hours. 

 Level 8 Thai Short Stories 2, 18 units, 6 hours, totaling 108 hours. 

          In this regard, all 8 levels of courses have study content as detailed in the course 

descriptions appearing in the attachments. By studying 2 days a week, 3 hours per a day.
