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Knowledge, Attitudes and Practices (KAP) about Rabies: public health WTU for

community development project survey
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Abstract

This Cross-sectional study was investigating of the level of Knowledge, Attitudes and Practices (KAP),
compare the average score and study the factors that are related to the level of knowledge, attitudes and
practices regarding Rabies in people before and after joining the Public health WTU for community
development project survey 72 people.

Most respondents (52.8%) had a moderate level of knowledge and after joining the activity, 62
percent had a high level of knowledge. Regarding the attitude level, it was found that 55.56 percent had a
low level of rabies attitude before participating. After joining 41.67 percent still had a low level of attitude.
Even though the average attitude score after participating in the activity was higher than before jointing. The
level of practice found before participating in activities, 38.89% of respondents had a low level of rabies
practice and after joining the activity 59.72 percent had a high level of rabies practice. Comparing the mean
pre-test and post-test scores of knowledge, attitudes and practices related to rabies showed that scores of

knowledge, attitudes, and practice after concerning rabies in the study were significantly higher than before
participating in activities at p-value <0.001; 95% Cl = -6.121,-3.963, p-value <0.001; 95% Cl = -1.697,-0.470 i.a%

p-value <0.001; 95% Cl =-1.900,-0.795, respectively. Only the age factor was found to be statistically
significant in association with knowledge scores about rabies after participating in activities and practice scores
about rabies after participating in activities at the confidence level of 95 percent with correlation coefficient
0.326 (95% Cl = .080, .560) and 0.361 (95% Cl = 1.434, 6.030) respectively.

Overall, although the rabies activity in the public health WTU for community development project
survey could increase the level of knowledge, attitudes and practices for participants, most activities are
organized by putting Rabies informations on the boards, Q&A activities and demonstrations. This model
requires individuals to have ample time to be engaged and participate to significantly change the attitude
concerning rabies. Therefore, the activity model should be adjusted to emphasize special attitude

enhancement the next year
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
