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Abstract

The objective of this cross-sectional survey study wasto examine the
commitment on dental profession and the factors that related to the commitment on
dental profession of dental students in Western University. The samples of this study
comprised totally 196 dental students in Western University. These samples were
selected by using simple random sampling method. The instrument used for data
collection was a questionnaire during the 19™August — the 2™ September 2016. The
data were then analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
Chi — square analysis, and Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient
statistics. The results of the study indicated that the commitment on dental profession
of most dental students was found at a high level accounted for 84.2% and followed
by a moderate level accounted for 15.8% respectively. Referring to the factors that



related to the commitment on dental profession, they were statistically significant
(p-value < 0.05) including the attitudes towards dental profession and the intention of
the study on dental profession.

The results of this study suggested that the faculty of dentistry should
encourage the dental students to have more commitment on dental profession by
creating the positive attitudes towards dental profession as a proud profession that is
socially acceptable and the intention of the study on dental profession increasingly.
