USING THIS APPLIANCE

Accessories
1. Assemble the nozzle and tube.

2. Pull out the mains cable to its full
length and plug into the mains

supply.

3. Switch on by pressing the On/Off
switch button.

4. Your appliance is now ready for
normal use.

CHARGING

A full charge takes approximately 4.5
hours.

1. To charge the vacuum, ensure the
rechargeable battery is fitted to
the vacuum.

2. Connect the end of the chargers
lead to the charging port on the
vacuum.

3. Plug the charger in at the mains.

4. When the battery is charging, the
indicator light will be red.

5. When the battery is fully charged,
the indicator light will be green.

Main Put the thicker end of the

The main
connector is all you need
to connect to the

extension pipe or any other
accessories.

The floor brush can be
attached to either the
extension pipe or the main
connector, and can be
used to clean carpets and
floors.

There is one extension
pipe included. The floor
brush can directly attach to
the extension pipe. To
attach the other
accessories, first attach
the main connector to the
extension pipe.

The crevice tool can be
connected to the extension
pipe or the main connector
and can be used to clean
in tight areas such as
corners and under units.

The dusting brush
can be attached to the
main connector of the
extension pipe and used
to clean window blinds,
lampshades, mirrors and
other areas that require
delicate cleaning.
