4.3 Headlights / backlighting

The brightness of the backlight can be set in the display
settings "Brightness".
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4.4 Walk Assistance

The Walk assistance can only be activated with a standing pedelec.

Activation: Press the button (=) until this symbol &@ appears.
Next press and hold down the (=) button whilst “ the symbol is
displayed, now the walk assistance will activate.

The symbol kb will blink and the pedelec moves approx. 5 km/h.
After releasing the (=) button, the motor stops automatically and

switches back to level 0.

The Walk assistance can only be activated with a standing pedelec.

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4.5 Service

The display shows "SERVICE" as soon as a certain number
of kilometers or battery charges has been reached. With a
mileage of more than 5000 km (or 100 charge cycles), the
“SERVICE" function is displayed on the display. Every

5000 km the display "SERVICE" is displayed every time.
This function can be set in the display settings.
