Assembly and Operation Instructions ARVALVE ) ARVALVE and MUFFLER Maintenance / Impeller Replacement:

This Pump does not require any lubrication or special
maintenance. Periodically cleaning the Impeller will
maintain Pump performance and extend Pump life.
Itis particularly important to perform Impeller
cleaning when Pump is in water with high mineral
content such as salt water aquariums. Scale will build
up on the ceramic shaft inside Impeller.It can
removed by soaking the Impeller in a solution of 1
part vinegar to 8 parts water overnight and rinsing off
the calcium deposits.

To access impeller:

1) Completely disconnect Pump from power supply.
2) Remove hoses and bring Pump to a clear work
area.

3) Remove 6 screws to remove Volute.

4) Pull Volute straight forward from pump.
5) Pull the Impeller out from the chamber.
6) Clean Impeller with fresh water or
