Need Analysis

Key Requirements post need analysis: 
20 new toilets/urinals across 5 schools 
Overhead tank for providing water for sanitation and providing water connections to the toilet units
Wash basin unit outside the toilet block 
Yoga and Mental wellness course with distribution of yoga mats.
Menstrual hygiene awareness camps for adolescent girls with distribution of reusable sanitary napkin
kits to all beneficiaries 
Workshop on self defense techniques for girls
Skill development training to provide financial stability for underprivileged women

Completed interventions in health, hygiene and education across 2 schools -
SS+2 Ucchatar Madhyamik Vidyalaya and Utkramit Rajkiyakrit Madhya Vidyalaya.

Activities in these 2 schools included:
Toilet Construction , Water Supply and Facilities:

Completed the construction of 4 toilets in each of the above schools.
Installed a 500-liter overhead tank for water supply to all toilet units.
Established water connections with taps and pipes to ensure efficient water distribution.
Installed a wash basin unit outside the toilet block for enhanced hygiene.

Menstrual Health and Hygiene:
Conducted awareness sessions on menstrual health and hygiene.
Distributed reusable cloth sanitary napkin kits to all adolescent girl students in the two schools.
Conducted interactive sessions with the beneficiaries to clear all their doubts about menstrual health

Self Defense and Yoga Workshop:
Organized14 day self-defense and yoga workshops for students in grades 6th to 10th.
Yoga workshop included basic yoga asanas, session on mental well-being, breathing techniques for physical health &
mental health, special asanas for adolescent girls for menstrual health & well being.
Yoga mats distributed to all student beneficiaries.
Personality development & self defense workshops for adolescent girls covered physical techniques of
defense,techniques of strikes & punches, usage of self defense tools, theory sessions on presence of mind, how to
handle a confrontation: verbally, mentally, and psychologically, information on Law & Female Rights, Media & Police
related information.

Skill Development Training for women:
Ongoing skill development training in bamboo weaving and art for 20 women from Sahebganj village, Jharkhand.
After training, beneficiaries will be provided with market linkages for financial stability.
Along with the training, our team will also facilitate personality development and mental wellness workshops,
exposure visits, awareness and health checkup camps and group activities for our women beneficiaries.
