7. Keep the charging port and appliance dry.

Do not press hard or knock the shaving head with hard
objects, otherwise, it will damage the shaving head and
may scratch your skin.

This appliance is waterproof, which means it can be

washed under the sink. However, we recommend that

you do not leave it in water or damp places for extended

amounts of time.

10. A shaver should not be used by others especially with
those who have any kind of skin disease.

11. Always put the protective cap on the shaver to protect

the shaving heads when you are traveling.

Status Display

When the shaver is working, the light will
circle around the display.

When the shaver is charging, the light
will fully illuminate.

Travel Lock

This icon flashes to indicate that the
shaver is locked. Press for 3 seconds to
lock / unlock the shaver.

Available Time

It shows the available operating time left
on the battery.

— Cleaning Reminder

After using the shaver for more than
30 minutes, it will flash for 5 seconds to

d remind you to clean. It will flash again
after another 30 minutes of operation.

Charging Reminder

When the available operating time is less
than 10 minutes, it will flash to remind
you to charge the shaver.

When the shaver is charging, this light
will stay on. @

Charging

When the Battery icon flashes, it means the shaver is
running low on power and you should charge the device.

1. Make sure the shaver is switched off before charging.
2. Connect the USB port to the charger.

3. Plug the Type-C charging port into the charging port on
the bottom of the product. P



4. The number of available time displays will increase while
charging. At the same time, the battery icon will stay
illuminated. When the number shows 200, the shaver is
fully charged.

5. Remove the cable to stop charging.

Note:

* Do not overcharge the shaver as this may shorten the
service life of the product.

* If the battery is dead and you need to shave, you can
plug it into the charging cable and use the shaver while
it is charging. We don‘t recommend this for daily use,
though.

Shaving

. Press the button to power on
the shaver.

Move the shaver unit against N
the beard growth direction. \
Make circular movements to

shave. Y

Both dry and wet shaving are

available. Shaving dry usually

works best. We recommend that you wash your face
before and after shaving.

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4. After shaving, press the button again to turn off the
shaver.

5. Clean the shaver and cover it with the cap to prevent
damage to the shaver heads.

6. When a shaver head is damaged, do not shave with it to
avoid damaging your skin. Contact customer support if
you need a new shaving head.

Cleaning and Maintenance

1. Make sure the shaver is switched off and unplugged
before cleaning.

2. Press the shaving head release button to remove the
shaving head.

3. Clean the shaving unit and hair chamber with the cleaning
brush to remove any hair. You can also rinse the inside
and outside of the shaving unit and hair chamber under
the sink for 30 seconds. Even though it is waterproof,

DO NOT submerge the shaver body in water.



4. Clean the shaver unit after each use for better shaving
performance.

5. We recommend putting the protection cap on the shaver
for storage.

6. For maximum shaving performance, replace the shaving
head once per year.
