OPEN STUD WALL INSTRUCTIONS

1. Items to note before assembly.
a. You can put these shelves at whatever height you want.
2. Install the shelving unit onto the wall.

a. Putthe shelf supports on the side of the stud, back against the
sheet. Use the short screws to fasten through the pre-drilled
holes into the stud.

Repeat step (a) above on the next stud with the other shelf
support, so that the shelf supports are on the inside of the two
studs, facing each other.

Slide the shelves into the slots in the shelf supports. We recommend using the :
widest shelf on the bottom and the narrowest on top, but you can place the shelves in whichever order fits
your needs.
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SHEET ROCK/FINISHED WALL INSTRUCTIONS

1. Items to note before assembly.
a. You can put these shelves at whatever height you want to.

2. Assemble the shelving unit.
a. You will need 2x2 lumber (not included) to act as studs in order to fasten the shelf. Fasten the 2x2
lumber onto the wall with proper length screws. Make sure to space the 2x2, 16" or 24" on center
depending upon the shelf size you purchased.

3. Follow steps on previous section to complete installing the shelf.
