Attach Chimney (Part 2) to Firebox
(Part 3) using 3 x Bolt A (M6 x 12).

STEP 2

Aftach assembled Firebox
and Chimney to Chiminea
Base (Part 4) using 3 x Bolt A
(M6 x 12) as shown.
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STEP 3

Attach Heatshield (Part ) to
underside of Chiminea using
3 x Bolt C (M5 x 12).

STEP 4

Attach Rain Cover (Part 1) to the
top of the Chimney (Part 2) using
3 x Bolt A (M6 x 12).

Note: The prongs from the rain
cover fit inside the chimney and
are then secured from the outside.
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STEP 5

Attach Ash Tray Handle (Part 7) to
Ash Tray (Part 6) using 2 x Bolt A
