For gardeners eager for their  
harvest, this pepper offers ripe fruits 85 days after 
transplanting making it one of the earliest yellow 
marconi peppers on the market. An added bonus is 
the somewhat compact 24” plant that takes up less 
space and offers disease tolerance to Tobacco 
mosaic virus.
