Constructing crown blocks

1. Sew together (4) 1 ½’ x 1 ½” Fabric 1
squares, alternating with (3) 1 ½’ x 1 ½”
Fabric 2 squares. Add (2) 1” x 1 ½” Fabric 2
rectangles to the opposite short ends to make
a row unit. Add (1) 1” x 8 ½” Fabric 2
rectangle to the top.

2.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1 ½” x 1 ½” Fabric 2 square.  Place
square, right sides together, at the top left
corner of (1) 2” x 2 ½” Fabric 1 rectangle.
Please note that 2 ½” sides of the rectangle
are the horizontal sides.  Sew on drawn line.
Trim ¼” away from sewn line.  Open and
press to reveal corner triangle.  Repeat with
another 1 ½” x 1 ½” Fabric 2 square at the
top right corner of the same rectangle.  Make
a total of (4) units and sew units together to
make a row unit.  Add (1) 1 ½” x 8 ½” Fabric
1 rectangle to the bottom.

3.  Sew step 1 unit to the top of step 2 unit.
Add (1) 1” x 8 ½” Fabric A rectangle and
(1) 2 1/2” x 8 ½” Fabric 3 rectangle to the
bottom to complete 1 crown unit.  Unit
measures 8 ½” x 7” unfinished.

4. Sew (1) 1 ½” x 7” Fabric 2 rectangle to the
left and right sides of step 3 unit, followed by
(1) 2 ¼” x 10 ½” Fabric 2 rectangles to the
top and bottom of step 3 unit to complete (1)
block.  Block measures 10 ½” x 10 ½”
unfinished.

Constructing O block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric 1 square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric 2 rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press.  Repeat with another
2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric 1 square at the opposite
side of the same rectangle.  Make a total of
(2) units.

2.  Sew (2) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric 2 rectangles to
the opposite long sides of (1) 2 ½” x 6 ½”
Fabric 1 rectangle to make a pieced unit.
Add (1) step 1 unit to the top and bottom of
pieced unit to complete O block.  Block
measures 6 ½” x 10 ½” unfinished.

Constructing N block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric 1 square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 2 ½” x 10 ½” Fabric 2 rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.

2.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric 1 square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric 2 rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric 1
square at the opposite diagonal corner of the
same Fabric 2 rectangle.  Add
(2) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric 1 squares to the
opposite short ends of parallelogram unit.

3.  Sew step 1 unit to the left, and (1) 2 ½” x 10 ½” Fabric 2 rectangle to the right of step 2 unit
to complete N block. Block measures 6 ½” x 10 ½” unfinished.
Make one block each for the following Fabric 1 / Fabric 2 combinations.

Constructing C block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric C square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric J rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric C
square at the opposite corner of the same
Fabric J rectangle.  Repeat make (2) units.

2.  Sew together (1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric J
rectangle to the left of (1) 4 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric
C rectangle.  Add (1) step 1 unit to the top
and bottom of the previously sewn unit to
complete C block.  Block measures
6 ½” x 10 ½” unfinished.

Constructing U block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric E square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric J rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric E
square at the opposite corner of the same
Fabric J rectangle.

2.  Sew (2) 2 ½” x 8 ½” Fabric J rectangles to
the opposite long sides of (1) 2 ½” x 8 ½”
Fabric E rectangle to make a pieced unit.
Add step 1 unit to the bottom to complete
block U.  Block measures 6 ½” x 10 ½”
rectangle.

Constructing E block

1. Sew  (2) 2 ½” x 3”” Fabric 1 rectangles to
the opposite long sides of (1) 2 ½” x 3” Fabric
2 rectangle, with the 3” side on the horizontal,
to make a column unit.  Add (1) 2” x 6 ½”
Fabric 1 rectangle to the right, and
(1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric 2 rectangle to the left
of column unit.

2.  Sew (1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric 2 rectangle to
the top and bottom of step 1 unit to complete
E block.  Block measures 6 ½” x 10 ½”
unfinished.

3.   Make one block each for the following Fabric 1 / Fabric 2 combinations.

1. Sew (2) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric B rectangles to
the opposite long sides of (1) 2 ½” x 6 ½”
Fabric G rectangle.

2.  Sew (1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric G rectangle to
the top and bottom of step 1 unit to complete
I block.

Constructing A block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric K rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B
square at the opposite corner of the same
Fabric K rectangle.

2.  Sew (1) 2 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric B rectangle to
the top, and (1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B square
to the bottom of (1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric K
square.  Add (2) 2 ½” x 8 ½” Fabric K
rectangles to the opposite long sides,
followed by step 1 unit to complete A block.
Block measures 6 ½” x 10 ½” unfinished.

Constructing T block

1. Sew (2) 2 ½” x 8 ½” Fabric B rectangles to
the opposite long sides of (1) 2 ½” x 8 ½”
Fabric I rectangle.

2.  Sew (1) 2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric I rectangle to
the top and bottom of step 1 unit to complete
T block.

Constructing P block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric E square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
2 ½” x 6 ½” Fabric H rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.

Repeat to make an additional unit, with
opposite seam orientation for corner triangle,
as shown.

2.  Sew (2) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric H squares to
the opposite sides of (1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric E
square to make a row unit.

Sew (1) 2 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric H rectangle to the
left of (1) 4 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric E square.

3.  Sew together step 1 units and step 2 units to complete P block, alternating units. Block
measures 6 ½” x 10 ½” unfinished.

Constructing M block

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric H square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
2 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric B rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B
square at the opposite corner of the same
Fabric H rectangle to make a flying geese
unit.

2.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 3” x 4 ½” Fabric H rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B
square at the opposite corner.

3.  Sew step 1 unit to the top, and
(1) 4 ½” x 6” Fabric B rectangle on the
bottom of step 2 unit.

4.  Sew (2) 2 ½” x 10 ½” Fabric H rectangles
to the opposite long sides of step 3 unit to
complete M block.  Block measures
8 ½” x 10 ½” unfinished.

Constructing book blocks

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric E square.  Place square,
right sides together, at the top right corner of
(1) 4” x 6 ½” Fabric A rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric E square.  Place square,
right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 1” x 6 ½” Fabric F rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Sew both units together.

2.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric E square.  Place square,
right sides together, at the top left corner of
(1) 1 1/2" x 4 3/4" Fabric K rectangle.  Sew
on drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric K square. Place square,
right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 1” x 4 3/4” Fabric C rectangle. Sew on
drawn line. Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Sew both units together, and add
(1) 2 ½” x 4 3/4” Fabric K rectangle to the
right, followed by (1) 2 1/4" x 4” Fabric K
rectangle to the bottom.

3.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric E square.  Place square,
right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 1” x 6 ½” Fabric F rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle. Add
to the right of step 2 unit.

4.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric F square.  Place square,
right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 1” x 3 ½” Fabric B rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Add (1) 1” x 3 ½” Fabric E rectangle to the
bottom.

Repeat to make a mirror-imaged unit.



5.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric A square.  Place square,
right sides together, at a corner of
(1) 1” x 1 ½” Fabric B rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another (1) 1” x 1” Fabric E
square at the opposite diagonal corner of the
same rectangle.

Repeat to make a mirror-image unit,
substituting the 1” x 1” Fabric E square with
(1) 1” x 1” Fabric K square.

6.  Sew together (1) 1” x 1” Fabric A square
and (1) 1” x 1” Fabric K square.  Add
(1) 1” x 1 ½” Fabric B rectangle to the
bottom.

Sew step 5 units to the left and right of
previously sewn unit, followed by step 4 units
to make a row unit.

7.  Sew together step 1 and step 3 units.  Add
to the top of step 6 unit to make book unit.
Unit measures  7 1/2" x 8 1/2" unfinished.

8.  Sew (1) 1 ½” x 7 1/2” Fabric E rectangles
to the left and right sides of step 7 unit,
followed by (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric E
rectangles to the top and bottom to complete
(1) block. Make a total of (2) blocks

Constructing square blocks

1. Sew (1) 1 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric C rectangle to
the opposite sides of (1) 2 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric A
square, followed by (1) 1 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric C
rectangle to the top and bottom of Fabric A
square to complete (1) square block.  Block
measures 4 ½” x 4 ½” unfinished.  Make a
total of (3) blocks.

Constructing apple block
Note:  Fabric used to make apple stem and leaf is referred to as Fabric L for pastel version, and
Fabric C for dark version.

1. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1 ½” x 1 ½” Fabric B square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
1 ½” x 3 ½” Fabric L/C rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with another 1 ½” x 1 ½” Fabric B
square at the opposite diagonal corner of the
same Fabric L/C rectangle to make a
parallelogram unit.  Add (1) 1” x 3 ½” Fabric
B rectangles to the opposite long sides.

2.  Sew step 1 unit to the right, and
(1) 2 ½” x 3 ½” Fabric B rectangle to the left
of (1) 1 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric L/C rectangle to
make a row unit.

3.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
(1) 1 ½” x 1 ½” Fabric B square.  Place
square, right sides together, at a corner of (1)
5 ½” x 7 ½” Fabric D rectangle.  Sew on
drawn line.  Trim ¼” away from sewn line.
Open and press to reveal corner triangle.
Repeat with (3) additional 1 ½” x 1 ½” Fabric
D squares at the remaining corners of the
same Fabric D rectangle.

4.  Sew step 2 unit to the top of step 3 unit to
make apple unit. Sew (2) 2” x 7 ½” Fabric B
rectangles to the opposite sides of apple unit,
followed by (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric B rectangle
to the top and bottom of apple unit to
complete apple block.
