I know many friends of mine who drink coffee regularly but do not know that coffee exists in different
forms other than instant coffee. There are many who swear by Flora cafe classic or Coco gold, which they
consider as premium coffee. It may sound offensive but instant coffee is not the only way; in fact it's a
very bad way of making coffee! Instant coffee cannot match up to brewed coffee's flavour nor does it have
Arabica beans. It uses Robusta beans that are lower in flavour. Don't know the difference ? ! Read on...

That plant might be a genius! It created a chemical that would keep pests away. Fortunately for us and
unfortunately for the plant - that plan did not work the way it was intended to. The chemical might have
averted a few pest attacks, but attracted a far greater threat - human beings. The plant I am talking about is
coffee and the chemical is caffeine.

To begin from the beginning - coffee is from a more mature part of the tree - the seed - unlike other stimulants.
The ripe berry is picked and de-pulped leaving us with a seed called 'green bean' or 'green coffee'. Green
bean is uncharacteristically bland with a taste nowhere close to that of coffee, but it is valued for its higher
antioxidant levels.

It's an interesting phenomenon to see how this bland green bean turns to a flavourful coffee bean. Coffee
bean is a seed and like any other seed, it is rich in proteins, fats and all necessary ingredients for giving birth
to a new plant. When exposed to heat, the fats and carbohydrates in the bean turn into essential oils, which
give the characteristic taste and aroma to the coffee bean. The degree of roasting depends on the need or
purpose of use.

These beans are ground so that the surface area of the bean is increased, which makes extraction easier.
The bean can be ground or crushed but making the particles uniform will ensure equal extraction or else
the smaller particle will get over extracted and the larger one will remain under extracted. Hence, the burr
grinder is used to ensure that the coffee bean gets ground in a uniform way in which all particles are of
similar sizes.

Does under extraction give a lighter coffee and over extraction a stronger one? No. For a lighter or stronger
coffee less or more coffee powder has to be used. Why? Under extraction will not get all the flavours of the
coffee as the water runs too quickly. It will not get what you want - it will taste sour. Over - extraction will
bring out all unnecessary flavours rendering the taste bitter.

News - If you can't remember the last time, you saw a teenager reading a book, newspaper or magazine,
you're not alone. In recent years, less than 20 percent of teens report reading a book, magazine or newspaper
daily for pleasure. More than 80 percent say they use social media every day, according to a research
published by the World Psychological Association.

"Compared with previous generations, teens in the 2010s spent more time online and less time with
traditional media, such as books, magazines and television," said lead author of the book yGen and
professor of psychology at ABC University. "Time on digital media has displaced the time that was once
spent enjoying a book or watching TV."

Swaner and her colleagues analyses data concluded from an ongoing study of a nationally representative
sample of approximately 50,000 eighth, tenth and twelfth grade students annually. They looked at survey
results from 1976 to 2016, representing more than 1 million teenagers. While the study started with only
twelfth - graders in the 1970s, eighth and tenth - graders were added in 1991.

Use of digital media increased substantially from 2006 to 2016. Among twelfth-graders, internet use during
leisure time doubled from one to two hours per day during that period. It also increased 75 percent for
tenth-graders and 68 percent for eighth-graders.

"In the mid- 2010s, the average twelfth-grader reported spending approximately two hours a day texting,
just over two hours a day on the internet - which included gaming - and just under two hours a day on
social media," said Swaner. That's a total of about six hours per day on just three digital media activities
during their leisure time."

In comparison, tenth-graders reported a total of five hours per day and eighth-graders reported four
hours per day on those three digital activities. Consequently the spent time in the digital world is seriously
degrading the time they spend on more traditional media such as print book and newspapers.

The decline in reading print media was especially steep. In the early 1990s, 33 percent of tenth-graders said
they read a newspaper almost every day. By 2016, that number was only 2 percent. In the late 1970s, 60
percent of twelfth-graders said they read a book or a magazine almost every day; by 2016, only 16 percent
did. Twelfth-graders also reported reading fewer books each year in 2016 compared to how much they read
in 1976 and approximately one-third did not read a book (including e-books) for pleasure in the year prior
to the 2016 survey.

There's no lack of intelligence among young people. However due to over dependence on digital media

they find it difficult to focus for long periods of time and to read long-form text. Subsequently they find it
challenging to understand complex issues and develop critical thinking skills.

At least two bird strike incidents happened on Sunday. Both aircrafts returned to their airports of origin and
were grounded for maintenance. An ABC aircraft which took off from Guwahati towards Delhi, suffered
damage to its left engine following a bird hit at 1600 feet. The pilots returned a Guwahati. The other strike
happened on another flight from Patna to Delhi. The pilots of the aircraft suspected a bird strike during the
take-off roll but continued to climb. Following the take off rotation, they were informed by the cabin crew
of sparks emanating from the left engine. Subsequently, the pilots were also informed by air traffic control

of smoke coming out of one of the engines. The pilots declared an emergency and returned to Patna.

(2)  Why are bird strikes a concern?

Bird strikes are among the most common threats to aircraft safety and they typically occur during take-off
or landing. Dozens of bird-strikes happen each day but some can be more dangerous than others. Typically,
when birds collide with an aircraft's airframe, it is unlikely to cause significant problems for the pilots flying.
But there are instances when the aircraft engine ingests the birds. This can lead to a loss of thrust for the
engine and cause manoeuvrability problems for the crew. In these cases, where a jet engine ingests a bird,
procedures would generally call for pilots to land the plane at the closest airport. While most airframe bird
strikes are not considered critical to air safety, if a collision cracks a window or a wind-screen, pilots will look

to land as early as possible.
(3) How critical are bird strikes to air safety?

Smaller planes would generally be more susceptible to the dangers of birds strikes than larger ones.
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However, given that bird strikes mostly happen during take-off and landing, there incidents could distract
the pilots during what are highly critical phases of flights that demand the complete attention of the crew.
What causes bird-strikes?

The presence of birds around an aircraft increases the chances of a bird strike. In the monsoon, as water
puddles emerge on open grounds attracting insects to breed, the presence of birds increases. In some cases,
bird hits also happen at higher altitudes when a plane is cruising. These are more dangerous than the
low-altitude hits, given that they can cause rapid depressurisation of cabins. Other reasons for bird activity
around the air field could be presence of landfills or waste disposal sites that can attract a large number of
birds.

(@) In the story, ‘The Last Lesson’ when the
French districts of Alsace and Lorraine had
passed into Prussian hands and they received
an order from Berlin, that only German was to
be taught in the schools of Alsace and Lorraine,
then they started realising how precious their
language was to them. They also learnt how
important is the language and culture of one’s
own country. The incident actually arouse the
feeling of patriotism among the mass.

(b) The poet Kamala Das is a daughter who loves
her mother dearly. She compares her mother’s
aging with different phrases like a ‘corpse’
or like ‘a late winter's moon’. Her feelings
expressed in the poem reflect her anxiousness
and insecurity of losing her mother forever.
She is worried if she would be able to see her
mother alive or not. The poet’s smile hides
her pain and her fear of losing her. She is
repeatedly gripped by the same insecurity and
fear of losing her mother.

(¢) Rajkumar Shukla was the farmer who was
the guiding light of the Champaran Kisan
Movement. He is the one who is the epitome
and symbolization of the Indian Freedom
struggle and the role of Gandhiji. He was a
sharecropper who was though illiterate but
resolute. His efforts made Gandhiji to reach
to Champaran which resulted in the first
successful Civil Disobedience Movement,
which became one of the major landmarks in
the history of India’s freedom struggle.

(d) The Poet Neruda in his poem Keeping Quiet
doesn’t combine stillness with total inactivity.
The poet says that even when a body is still,

there is activity in it which proves that there
is life in it. The poet says that nature reflects
lessons to teach us. The poet takes the example
of the earth to prove his opinion. He talks
about winter season which seems to be dead
and silent but the same follows with spring
bringing new life. Thus, he proves his point
by saying that even in inactivity there is still
liveliness apparent.

The metaphor is the poetic device which shows
comparison of two different things with similar
characteristics. Similarly in the prose, The
Rattrap, the author signifies that the whole
world exists only to trap the people by setting
baits in the form temptations which lead to be
caught in a vicious trap. The author cites the
example of baits like luxuries which lure a
human and make him commit crime leading
to get punished. All the good things are cheese
rinds offered to a rat (human) to make him get
trapped. In this way no one can come out of the
trap.

The phrase ‘A Thing of Beauty’ is completed by
the poet by saying A thing of Beauty is a joy
forever in his collection of poems in Endymion.
Thus, the things of beauty which exist in nature
itself do not only remain with us for a short
moment, they give us endless pleasure and joy.
The blissful memories of the beauty of nature
are a source of everlasting joy and happiness
according to the poet.

Gondwana was a large landmass, often referred
to as a supercontinent, that formed during the
late Neoproterozoic (about 550 million years
ago) and began to break up during the Jurassic
period (about 180 million years ago).

When
Charley went to buy two tickets to Galesburg,
Illinois, the clerk denied selling him tickets
because he did not acknowledge the new
currency, which Charley was offering.

The proses Lost Spring and Indigo reflect the
exploitation of the poor by the powerful. Lost
Spring talks about a poor ragpicker of Delhi, a
bangle maker of Ferozabad. Similarly, the prose
Indigo talks about the poor and emaciated
peasants and their worst living conditions.
Both the texts show how a common man
becomes a victim of hunger and helplessness.
For Saheb, the garbage is like gold to him. He
and hundreds of thousands of other children
like him lead a pathetic life living in mud
structures with roofs of tin and tarpaulin, with
no running water and no drainage. Similarly
In Indigo Rajkumar Shukla is a sharecropper
who grows crops on other’s land with a meagre
share.

But in the end both the stories reflect a ray of
hope when Mukesh thinks differently and
starts dreaming. Similarly, Rajkumar Shukla
with his never ending hope convinces Gandhiji
to fight for their rights to get their share of
happiness and contentment. Thus, both the
stories on one hand portrays the victimisation
of the poor, but on the other hand it conveys
the readers a ray of hope.

Aunt Jennifers” Tigers and A Thing of Beauty
have certain commonalities in the sense that
they reflect how art and beauty releases the
fears and sadness and converts it into a never-
ending joy and bliss.

Aunt Jennifer, though is a victim of male
chauvinism feels at ease when she paints
majestic lions which are so beautifully painted
that they seem to be real. Similarly John Keats
in his Poem A Thing of Beauty seen in the
nature and its things can remove sadness and
lets us forget sadness and fills our heart with
ultimate bliss and ease.

Conclusively, both the poems somewhere
end up saying that beauty provides a serenity
which helps in removing melancholy.
