This is not a toy. Do not allow your child fo climb, stand on or play
with the stroller.

Only to be used for walking. Not suitable for running, rollerblading
or skating efc.

Remove your child and fold the stroller when going up or down stairs
or escalators.

Take your child out of the stroller when fravelling by bus, fram or train.

Gentle sloping surfaces may be unstable. On steeper sloping and uneven
surfaces, there is a possibility that the stroller may tip over and you may
need to remove your child.

Do not use if any part is broken, torn or missing. Replacement parts are
available from our website or by contacting us.

Do not use or leave the stroller near open fire or exposed flame.
Do not overload the stroller with additional children, bags or other items.

Do not allow children to stand on the axle / brake bar between the
wheels. This is unsafe and could damage the stroller.

If the stroller is being used by someone unfamiliar with it (such as
grandparents) always explain to them how the stroller works and
its safety features.

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SETTING UP YOUR FRAME

o To open the frame, release the black
frame lock.

e Liff the handlebar upwards until you
hear the frame ‘click’ into place.

Thread the basket tab through the slot

e behind the rear wheel hub and secure
the press stud. Repeat for the other
side.

Insert each wheel pin into the sides of

o the brake bar until you hear a ‘click’.
Give them a tug to ensure they are
aftached securely.

Insert each front wheel pin into the

e centre of the socket ensuring you hear
them ‘click’ in. Give them a tug to
ensure they are attached securely.

Your frame is now set up!
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FOLDING YOUR DUOS3

Before folding, ensure that the brake is engaged, the front wheels are
unlocked, and the handlebar is at the lowest height position.

Remove the second seat, bassinet, or capsule by lifting the release levers
on either side (the stroller can be folded with one seat in the forward
facing position only).

Standing at the front of the stroller, slide the black buttons located on the
black circular handles and the frame will fold in hallf.

Ensure the automatic frame lock has engaged on the side of the stroller
before lifting the frame up using the circular handles.

A WARNING

ENSURE CHILDREN ARE OUT OF REACH OF THE STROLLER BEFORE
FOLDING.

TAKE EXTRA CARE WHEN FOLDING, LIFTING, AND CARRYING THE

Single Mode

. L Upper Adaptors
When using the stroller in single mode, PP P

the lower adaptors must not be used. The
upper adaptors can however be used. The
bassinet or seat can be attached directly
into the upper adaptors or into the central
connectors on the frame.

Double Mode
Aftach the two sets of double adaptors.

The upper adaptors slot info the central
connectors for the “upper position”.

To remove them simply push the buttons
on the side and lift off.

The lower adaptors will side onto the guides
at the front of the frame for the “lower
position”. To remove them you will need to
release the tab at the top of the adaptor
before sliding off.

Line up the seat connectors with the

o frame and press downwards. Listen
for the ‘click’ and ensure it is securely
locked in place.

Attach the plastic canopy connectors
onto the sides of the frame (TIP: attach

9 from top to bottom). The connectors
should attach over the round guides
on the frame.

Note: For additional headroom you
can attach the canopy connectors
higher up the frame, above the
guides.

Insert the belly bar into the belly bar
sockets on the seat frame. Always
give the bar a firm tug to ensure it's

e secure.

To remove from one side or both, press
the button on the side you want to
release, and pull the belly bar out.
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SETTING UP YOUR SEATS

To recline the seat N

Press the large, round buttons on the sides of N 3 ;
the seat connectors and filf the seat forward w2 7
or back. AN

To remove the seat

Press the oval buttons on the sides of the
seat connectors and lift up.

Note: The seat can face either direction.

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USING YOUR HARNESS

To secure and release the harness

Insert each of the 4 harness straps into
the central buckle.

To release, press the button in the middle
of the buckle.

To adjust the length of the shoulder straps
Slide the buckle along the strap to the
desired position.

To adjust the height of the shoulder straps
Thread the strap through the correct loop on

the seat and then through the corresponding

slot on the seat liner.

To adjust the length of the waist straps
Pull the adjustor buckle along the waist
strap to the desired length.

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USING YOUR DUO3

Rear Brake

When stopped, use the brake at all

0 fimes by pressing down on the bottom
of the red brake paddle with your foot
until you feel it click into place.

To start fravelling again press down on

e the top of the red brake paddle with
your foot to disengage the brake and
off you go!

Adjusting the Footrest

Lift the footrest and it will click into the
0 highest position. To release, press both
buttons simultaneously and lower.

Note: Do not put downward pressure
on the footrest until the buttons are
completely depressed or it will feel
stuck and not move.

NEVER LET CHILDREN SIT ON THE FOOTREST OR CLIMB INTO THE SEAT
USING THE FOOTREST. DOING SO MAY TIP THE STROLLER, SNAP OR

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USING YOUR DUO3

Front Swivel Wheels

When fravelling quickly along straight surfaces or across uneven terrain,
the front wheels may spin or cause what's commonly known as “wheel
shudder”. Lock the wheels to avoid this.

To lock the wheels, press down on
the buttons, located on the back of

o the wheel sockets. To go back to 360’
swivel mode press the buttons up
again.

To remove the wheels you will need

to use a flat screw driver or similar tool
o to carefully press in the silver button

located on the wheel hub. Please take

care whilst doing this. Whilst pressing

the button, pull the wheel out.

Rear Wheels

To remove the rear wheels, press the
0 button located on the brake bar and
pull the wheel off.

Adjusting the handlebar

Push the button in the middle of the
handlebar and pull or push to your
desired height. It may require a slight
'liggle” to adjust.

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ACCESSORIES

Rain covers

The rain covers are compatible
with both seat and bassinet. Place
them over the top. The open

flap should be at the top, this is

to access the bassinet handle.

UV/Mosquito/Sleep Cover

The coveris located in the zipped pocket under the
footrest. Place it over the canopy and attach the elastic
loops to the back of the canopy connectors and then
fuck it under the footrest.

Note: Compatible with seat only.

AWARNING

To aftach:

Apply the brake before attaching

connector points on both sides of the
stroller frame.

Lift your capsule and carefully lower

e onto the adaptors until you hear a
click. This indicates your capsule is now
secured to your stroller.
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USING YOUR DUO3 WITH

To remove:
Apply the brake then simultaneously press the release buttons on each
side of the capsule and lift the capsule off the adaptors.

Note: Each capsule may have slightly different buttons to release the car
capsule from the adaptors.

To remove the adaptors from the stroller frame, push the release buttons
on either side.

To
keep your stroller in good working condition and ensure that it lasts as long as
possible will require regular maintenance.

Regular maintenance should include:

¢ Inspecting the locking devices, levers, joints, buttons, brakes, wheels,
safety harness & fixtures to ensure they are secure, moving freely and
in full working order.

e [fany parts of the stroller have become sfiff, difficult to operate or begin
to squeak, first ensure that dirt is not the cause. Then try a light application
of a sprayable silicone lubricant, ensuring that it penetrates between the
components. Note: Silicone lubricant is preferable.

Correct storage

to avoid colour fade.

¢ Do notleave DUO3 in your car on hot days or near any heat source or fire.
¢ Do noft store the stroller with heavy items on top of it.
e Store the stroller in a dry, well-ventilated and safe place.

Preventing rust & mould

e After exposure to wet or damp conditions, leave the stroller fully open
in a warm, well-ventiated environment.

¢ You may need to dry with a soft linf-free cloth. Left damp it will encourage
mildew, mould, or rust to form, causing damage to the stroller.

e Try to store your stroller in a dry, well-ventilated room inside your house.
Ventilation is key.

Note: mould is an environmental issue caused by excess moisture in the air.

If you live in a humid climate, please keep this in mind and take exira care

fo prevent mould.

Cleaning instructions

To keep your stroller looking and functioning like new, we recommend
a deep, comprehensive clean every 6 months.

Refer to the care labels on your stroller. For a full guide on how to clean
your pram, please refer to our website.

Do Not

¢ Do notimmerse the seat ¢ Do noft clean with abrasive
or canopy in water, wipe clean materials or using ammonia,
only. bleach, solvents, caustic or

spirit-based cleaners.
* Do not dry clean.

¢ Do noft press oriron.
e Do notrub or wring fabric.
¢ Do nottumble dry.

Failing to adhere to these maintenance and cleaning instructions
could damage or effect the safety of your stroller and may void
your warranty.
