INSTALLATION

Before commencing installation ensure the relevant mains supply has been safely isolated/disconnected. Installation should be car-
ried out by a qualified electrician. Ensure all electrical connections are tight with no loose strands, including factory made connec-
tions.

STEP 1 SIDE VIEW 1. Make sure to have sufficently large
room (30 mm x 7 mm) for the screws
and wiring on the backside of the plate

2. A. Pull the wiring through the

center hole.

B. Connect the units to the mains.
C. Ensure that both Earth Wires are
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3. Affix the plate to the wall/ceiling
— with 2 screws (hole size max. 4 mm).

4. Gently push the socket into the lamp
holder.

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LAMP INSTALLATION

- Before commencing installation ensure the relevant mains supply has been switched off.

- Use supplied fabric gloves to prevent any stains on the surface of the lamp.

- Due to risk of glass fracture handle the lamp with care!

- Whilst applying pressure push the socket into the lamp holder in the marked place. Remove the lamp from the lamp holder
carefully with both hands.
