Hole Punch
A DRIVE PUNCH WILL ALLOW YOU TO PUT RIVET HOLES IN THE CENTRE
AREA AT THE TOP OF THE POCKETS - USE EITHER SIZE 2 FROM THE 3003
MINI PUNCH SET OR 3777-01.
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5 Double Sided Tape
VERY USEFUL FOR HOLDING SEAMS PRIOR TO MAKING STITCH HOLES

6 Needles & Thread
LARGE EYE STITCHING NEEDLES - 1195-00 FOR SADDLE STITCH, WITH
0.8MM WAXED THREAD (CODE 1227-)

7 Contact Adhesive
FOR GLUING THE FIRM LEATHER TABS FOR THE STRAPS (OPTIONAL)

Leather – The leather pictured in the photo is Identity Soft Calf, alternatively use
1.2-1.8mm veg tan side, Identity Oil Tanned Calf leather, or upholstery hide. You
will need approx. 2 sq ft, depending on the size and design being used. You
might also like a firm leather for the strap - a cut length of Identi

Note aprons for forge work will need to be made from a much heavier weight
vegetable tanned side.

Pockets and Clips
What are you using apron for – will you need pockets for

a pen, calculator, tools, for keys (eg till)

This will help you decide on pocket arrangement and

sizes and whether the addition of hardware such as

spring clip or dee ring would be helpful.

What you put in will decide whether you need a rivet at

the top of the stitching for example is there is a weighty

item to go in.

 

Straps
These can be fixed in place but it can be an idea to

make adjustable to allow for changes in clothing..

Adjustments can be made either with a Sam Brown,

two dees,  a buckle, or even 'velcro'.

 

Reinforced Areas
If you are using a lighter leather it can be a good idea to

reinforce the top strap corners and the belt strap.

If you are using for heavy duty you might want to add

reinforced panels of thicker leather for added protection

eg: for spoon carving or flint knapping. 
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
