 Elijah held the sealing power of the Melchizedek Priesthood. We believe 
that through this power we can be sealed to our families forever. It is this 
authority that binds on earth and in heaven. We believe this priesthood power 
was returned to the earth, given to the prophet Joseph Smith in the 1800’s and 
has since been passed down to present time.
