1. Release the folding latch lock, which is located
on the right side.

e Lift up the stroller handle with both hands (Fig.
1a) until the stroller frame is vertical and fully
locked in the upright position before use. See
Figure 1b.

2. Lean the stroller backwards so that it rests on
the handle and rear frame tubes and the front
wheel posts are pointing upward.

e Push each front wheel onto the front wheel

posts until snapped into place. (Fig 2) Pull on
the wheel to ensure that it is securely attached

to the stroller.

3. Assemble the rear axle as follows.
Insert the axle through each wheel, with
axle going through the brake cluster on
the wheel first. Then slide washer onto  washer
axle.(Fig 3a) Secure the wheel with
the locking clip by pushing the straight
side of pin through axle hole. (Fig 3b).
Snap wheel cap into place (Fig 3c).
Pull on each wheel to ensure that each
is securely locked onto the rear axle.

5. To attach the front child tray, snap each side
latch onto the front frame tube just below the
fold joint and above the tray stop. Please see
Figure 5a.

e To remove front child tray pull outward on the
tray latches to release. Please see Figure 5b.

e To unload child, unlatch one side of child tray,
and swing outward. Please see Figure 5c.

6. To attach the parent tray, place one side of
the tray on the stroller handle such that the
button engages into the hole on the tray.
Snap opposite side onto handle checking that
the button engages into the hole on the tray.
Please see Figure 6.

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Before Placing your Child in Stroller:

e Feed the bottom end of the shoulder strap through the plastic stay to form
a loop @. Pull the top end up to loosen the strap 0

* Repeat this procedure to loosen the other shoulder strap.

e Tighten each waist belt and shoulder strap so that the restraint system is

snug against your child. Please note: After adjusting the restraint system to fit your child, make sure
Please refer to the next section for instructions to tighten the waist belts. you pull on it to be sure it is securely fastened.

9. Squeeze both sides on cord housing and pull
away to recline seat, as shown in Fig. 9.

To return to an upright position, hold bottom
cord loops while squeezing cord housing and
move cord housing upwards towards the
backseat, as shown in Fig. 9A.

WARNING: Always set brakes when the stroller is not being pushed so that the stroller will not roll away.
Never leave stroller unattended on a hill or incline as the stroller may slide down the hill.

10. To engage brakes, apply light downward
pressure to the brake lever located on each
rear wheel. See Figure 10a. The stroller may
require slight forward or rearward movement
in order to line up the teeth on the brake with
each wheel brake cluster. Check that the
stroller will not move and that the brakes are
properly applied. To release, gently lift up on
the brake lever. See Figure 10b.

11. To open the canopy, push forward on the front
frame of the canopy. Pull backwards on the
canopy frame to fold completely. Always fold
the canopy prior to folding the stroller frame
Please see Figure 11.

TO FOLD STROLLER

12. NOTE: Make sure canopy is in it’s fully closed position and
recline the seat to a fully reclined down position before
folding the stroller.

To fold the stroller, the following needs to be
completed; close canopy and recline the seat
to a fully reclined position. (Fig. 12)

A Dual action is needed to fold the stroller.
Action 1; Slide the unlock tab with your thumb
to the farthest left position and hold.

Action 2; While holding unlock tab, squeeze
the fold lever inward and push downward on
the handle. (Fig. 12A) (Fig. 12B)

Once the stroller begins to fold, release the
unlock tab and push downward until stroller is
folded. Secure the stroller in the folded position
by fastening the fold locking latch (located on
the right side of the stroller) over the extended
rivet on the lower frame tube. (Fig. 12C)
