1. Thread the studs into the crossbar at the correct spacing.
(The green screw is in the front). Attach the crossbar to the outlet box.
(The green screw should face the floor).

2. Adjust the studs so that they extend 3/16" beyond the canopy of the fixture.

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box
(if outlet box is plastic) or to the green screw on the crossbar.

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut)
Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape so that the tape seals the end of the fastener.

8.  Attach the capiz and crystal chains at the locations indicated
on the illustration on the first page.

9. Install the lamps (light bulbs).
