The dishwasher must be connected to a h ot water supply with a temperature between 120 F(49€) and 149 °
F(65C). T his temperature range provides the best washing result and shortest cycle time. Temperature  should

not exceed 149 F(65C) to prevent damage to dishes.

Ensure that the water supplied to the dishwasher does not freeze. Frozen water can damage the hoses, valves,
pump, or other components.

'g New installation
If the dishwasher is a new installation, m ost of the installation work must be done before the dishwasher is
moved into place.

w Replacement
If the dishwasher is replacing an old dishwasher, you must check the exising dishwasher connections for
compatibility with the new dishwasher. R epace the existing connections as necessary.

Step 2 Select The Best Location For The Dishwasher

Thefollowingcriteriaareimportanttoensurethebestlocationforthedishwasher:

* The location must have a solid floor thatis able to support the weight of the dishwasher.
¢ The location must be near a sink with easy access to the water supply, drain, a nd electrical outlet.

For the drain to operate properly, the dishwasher should be installed within 9.8 ft (3 m) of the sink.
* The location must let you load your dishes into the dishwasher easily.
* The location must have sufficient space for the dishwasher door to open easily and provide
enough space between the dishwasher and the cabinet sides (atleast 0.1in (2 mm)).

If the dishwasher is installed in a comer, e nsure that the side of the dishwasheris morethan2in (50 mm) from
the wall or cabinet toits right or left.
¢ The wallat the back must be free of o bstructions.

Ifthisisanewinstallation, followthese steps:

1. Usingaholesaw,cutaholeintothesideofthecabinetthatholdthesinkasshowninFigure1-1below.
2. Ifthebaseinsidethesinkcabinetisraised abovethekitchenfloorandishigherthantheconnectionson
thedishwasher,makeaholeinthebaseinsidethecabinetandinthecabinetsideasshowninFigure1-2.

Dependingonwhereyourelectrical outletis,youmayneedtocutaholeintheopposite cabinetside.

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STEP 3 CHECK W ATER SUPPLY REQUIREMENTS AND CAUTIONS

* Thehotwatersupplylinepressure mustbe between0.04-1MPa.
Adjustthewaterheatertodeliverwaterbetween 120P(49C)~149 F(65C).

Thedishwashermustbe connectedtoahotwatersupply between 120PF(49€) ~149B(65C). This
temperaturerange providesthebestwashingresultand shortestcycletime.Temperatureshould not
exceed149P(65C) topreventdamage todishes.

Step 4 Check The Electrical Requirements And Cautions

The electrical requirements for the dishwasher are as follows:

* Inthe United States, install in accordance with the National Electric Code/State and M unicipal codes and/or local
codes.

* InCanada,installin accordance with the Canadian Electric Code C22.1-latest edition/Provincial and M unicipal
codes and/or local codes.

* For cable direct connections.

- Use flexible, armored or non-metallic sheathed, copper wire with a grounding wire that meets the wiring
requirements for your local codes and ordinances.

- Usethe strain relief method provided with the wiring junction box orinstall a U.L.-listed/CSA-certified clamp
connector to the wiring junction box. If using conduit, use a U .L.-listed/CSA-certified conduit connector.

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Step 5 Unpacking And Inspecting The Dishwasher

lunbox the dishwasherin an open area free of o bstruction both around the carton and overhead. W e recommend
that you retain the carton and all of the packing materials until the dishwasher is fully installed and operational to
ensure you have removed all the product's components from the carton prior to disposal.

Unboxing

1.Unbuckle or cut the four straps securing the carton top.

2. Liftthe top of the telescoping carton clear of the carton tray and the contents, and then turnit over and
p laceitonthefloor.

3.Putthe straps and all of the packing materials from around the dishwasher inside the carton top,
i nspecting them for any signs of damage.

4. Locate and set aside the dishwasher's kick plate. The Kick plate is attached to packing material of the
d ishwasher.

5.Lift the dishwasher from the carton tray, and then place it on the floor. Put the tray into the carton top.
6. Remove the bag that protects the dishwasher during shipping.
A LWAYSLIFT THE Dishwasher TO M OVE IT. Sliding it over rough surfaces can damage the dishwasher's

f eetand sliding the feet over finished surfaces can, in some cases, damage that finish or the underlying
s urface.

CAUTION

7.Thereis also packing inside the dishwasher that you may want to leave in place until the dishwasher s
i nstalled.

8.D O not, under any circumstances, remove the sound-absorbent padding that surrounds the exterior of
t he tub of the dishwasher.

Inspecting

M echanical

1.Check the plastic base assembly to ensure thatitis intact

2.Checkthe dishwasher's feet to ensure they are in place and can be adjusted so you can level and secure
t he dishwasher.

3.Checkall the visible components on the bottom of the dishwasher to ensure they are intact and secure.

4.Checkthe door latch, the operation of the hinges, and confirm the door is properly secured to the
d ishwasher.

Plumbing

1.Check the hot water connection on the front left-side of the base of the dishwasher. The mounting
p late should be secured to the front of the base, t he threads inside the connection should be smooth
a nd shiny, and the area should be clean and free of any debris.

2.Check the plastic Brake and Sensor cases to ensure these assemblies are not cracked and that all
c onnections are secure.

3.Checkthedrain hose forany holes or deformities that could allow a w ater leak during draining.

Electrical

1. Confirm the junction box cover is secured to the junction box on the front right-side of the base of the
d ishwasher.

2.Confirm the electrical box was not damaged during shipping and that it is secured to the base of the
d ishwasher.

Appearance

1.Confirm there are no dents or scratches on the front of the dishwasher

2.Checkthe edges of the doors for any roughness or cracking

3.Checkthe control panel to ensureitis clearand unscratched, and that all the control markers arein
t heir proper places.

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Step 6 Preparing The Dishwasher

1. Ensure that the circuit breaker and water supply valve are turned off before proceeding with the following steps.
AB efore you move or lay down the dishwasher for installation, m ake sure to adjust the height of the legs so the
Y egs are as shortas possible. This prevents the legs from breaking. L evel the dishwasher by adjusting the height

o fthelegs after you have the dishwasherin place.

2. M ake sure there are no kinks and that the hose is not bent at any extreme angles that could constrict the flow of
w ater.

3.Remove the junction box cover located at the bottom front right of the dishwasher using a s crewdriver, and then
I nstall the strain relief (Figure 4 - C ). M ake sure to keep the junction box cover you removed. Itisused in Step 11,
W iring Connections.

4.1fthe countertop is made of wood or a m aterial that is not damaged by drilling, a ttach the two Installation
b rackets that were supplied with the dishwasher using the supplied screws (Figure 4- A ). They will be used in
S tep 9. Securing the Dishwasher.

If the leveling legs are rotated to the right (counter clockwise), they are
lossened and the front of the dishwasher is raised. A nd the maximum
height be raised is about 50mm. If they are rotated to the left (clockwise),
they are tightened and the front of the dishwasher is lowered.

A Before you move the dishwasher for installation, m ake sure to adjust the height of the legs so the legs are as
™ short as possible. T his prevents the legs from breaking. Level the dishwasher by adjusting the height of the legs
after you have the dishwasherin place.

When you prepare to move the dishwasher for installation, y ou should put your hand under the basement, t his
prevents your hand from injuring.

Step 9 Securing The Dishwasher

You must fix the dishwasher to the countertop or cabinet side walls for additional stability and safety.

1. If the countertop is made of wood or the material will not be damaged by drilling, f ollow the instructions in 2-1
below.
If the countertop is made of granite, marble, or any other material that can be damaged by drilling, f ollow the
Instructionsin 2-2 below.

2-1. Putalarge towel into the bottom of the dishwasher to prevent wood shavings or a d ropped screw from falling
into the dishwasher.
Carefully drill screw holes Into the counter top bottom by passing the drill bit through ascrew holein each
bracket, and then drilling into the counter top bottom beneath.
Make sure the hole you drill is smaller than the diameter of the screw.
Firstly, put the installation bracket into the slot of the side plane and tighten to the dishwasher with screw
ST3.5%9.Secondly, insert the provided screws into the brackets, and then tighten to secure the dishwasher to
the counter top.

2-2. Putalarge towel into the bottom of the dishwasher to prevent wood shavings or a d ropped screw from falling
into the dishwasher. Remove the adjustment cap with the tip of a s crewdriver. The caps are just inside the tub
near the middle of the tub an both sides(Figure 9 o n the next page).

Drilla holeinto the sides of the kitchen cabinet on both sides by carefully passing a drill bit through the screw
holes exposed by the removal of the spacer caps, a nd then drilling into the cabinet side beneath.

Make sure the hole you drill is smaller than the diameter of the screw.

Also make sure the drill bit does not strike the sides of the spacer cap holes. Firstly, put the installation bracket
into the slot of the side plane and tighten to the dishwasher with screw ST3.5*9. Secondly, Insert the provided
screws into the holes, and then tighten to secure the dishwasher to the cabinet. M ake sure the tub is not
distorted by pressure from the screws.

If the tubis distorted, loosen the screws a little.

Replace the tub spacer caps.

S

The screws or tub spacer cap may fall into the dishwasher w hile you are working with the door open. C over
the interior of the dishwasher with a towel to prevent any screws from falling into the dishwasher. Ifany
foreign items such as a screw getinto the dishwasher, it may cause noise, an abnormal operation, damage,
or amalfunction.

Use a m agnetic screwdriver to help prevent screws from falling into the dishwasher.

If af oreign item such as a screw gets into the dishwasher and you are unable to remove it. the dishwasher

needs to be disassembled. C ontact a q ualified service technician for this.

Step 10 Connecting The Drain Hose

1.Check the parts on the sink to which the drain hose will be connected.
2.There are several ways to insert the drain hose into the drain hose connector of the sink,as shown in the
followingfigures. Y ou must connect the drain hose in accordance with the water pipe installation regulations in

your region.

3. Checkthe size of the sink's drain hose connector(21mm-as shownin Figure 11 below). Ifthe end of the drain
hose does not fit onto the drain hose connector of the sink, use an adaptor purchasable at a plumbing/hardware

supply store.
4. Slide a hose clamp over the end of the drain hose. A ttach the drain hose to the sink connector, slide the hose

clamp to the end of the hose, and then tighten the hose clamp.
Note : Y ou must use a h ose clamp. Failure to do so may cause water leakage.
5. Ifthereisnoairgap, make sure to hang. the middle of the drain hose well above the sink cabinet base to prevent

backflow (see Figure 13 on the next page).

6. When drilling a hole for the drain hose on the cabinet wall, take caution not to damage the drain hose by sharp
edges of the hole. O n wooden walls, use sand paper to soften the edges.On metal walls, u se insulation tape or
duct tape to cover the sharp edges around the hole.

7. Take caution not the damage the drain hose when installing the dishwasher on the floor, w all,or cabinet.

'»ﬂ To prevent leaks or drainage problems, m ake sure the drain hose is not damaged, kinked, or twisted.

8. Donotcutthe wrinkled area of the drain hose to fit the size. W hen arranging the drain hose, take caution notto
c ontact on sharp edges of the cabinet or under-sink.

* Be careful when cutting off the end of the drain hose as thereis arisk of injury. C lean around the sink's drain
cwton  connection so that it does not damage the hose. C heck for any foreign items in the drain hose and remove

them.

« When arranging the drain hose, make sure the drain hose is not cut, torn, or broken by any sharp edges of
the floor, the productitself, or the cabinet. A d amaged drain hose causes a | eak.

Step 11 Wiring Connections

1. Before connecting the power cable to the dishwasher, m ake sure the circuit breaker is off.

2. Inthe junction box located at the front bottom right of the dishwasher, find the three power wires from the
dishwasher including the grounding line.

3. Pass the power cable through the strain relief, and then into the junction box (Figure 14).

4. Connect the black wire of the dishwasher to the black wire of the power cable by inserting both into a w ire nut
and then rotating the wire connector as shown in Figure 15.
Connect the white wire to the white wire and the green to the green in the same manner.

5. Recheck each wire to ensure itis connected correctly and securely.
Each colored wire should be connected to the corresponding wire of the same color.
W hite should be connected to white, black to black, and green to green.

6. Replace the junction box cover on the dishwasher.

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Step 12 Completing The Installation

1.0 pen the door and remove all foam, paper packaging, and unnecessary parts.
2.Turn on the circuit breaker you turned off before you began the installation.
3.0 pen the water supply valve to supply water to the dishwasher.

4.Turn on the dishwasher,and then selectand run a cycle.

Check if the power turns on correctly and if there is any water leakage w hile the dishwasher is operating. If no
errors occur w hile it is operating, turn off the dishwasher, and then go to Step 5 b elow.
Ifanerrorhas occurred, turn off the dishwasher, close the water supply valve, and then refer to the user manual

or contact local service center.

A Make sure to check for water leakage on both ends of the water supply line and drain hose connector.

5.Confirm that the kick plate gasketis on the bottom of the kick plate. To install the kick plate with screw ST3.9%13,
r efer to the figure below.
