e HDBase-T works with unshielded twisted pair (UTP) or shielded twisted pair (STP) cables;
but, to ensure CE compliance, STP cables and STP Connectors are required. STP cable and
connectors are recommended to safeguard against unpredictable environmental electrical
noise which may impact performance. It is recommended to use an STP cable to maximise
performance.
