CAUTION

INSTALLATION LOCATION
Do not install the monitor where sudden temperature changes may occur, or in humid, dusty or 
smoky areas as it may cause fire, electric shock or damage. You should also avoid areas where the 
sun shines directly on the monitor.

For optimal viewing comfort, the monitor should be just below eye level and 40-60 cm (16-24 inches) 
away from your eyes. When using the monitor over a prolonged time, a ten minute break every hour 
is recommended as looking at the screen continuously can cause eye strain.

		 Select the Menu item which contains the adjustment icon relating to the adjustment 
you want to make. Press the MENU Button. Then, use the  /  Buttons to highlight 
the desired adjustment icon. 

		 Press the MENU Button again. Use the  /  Buttons to make the appropriate 
adjustment or setting. 

	 Press the EXIT Button to leave the menu, and the settings you just made would be 
automatically saved.

	When button operations are aborted during adjustment, On-Screen Display disappears when 
the time set for the OSD Time has passed. Also, press the EXIT button to quickly turn off the On-
Screen Display. 

	Any changes are automatically saved in the memory when the On Screen Display disappears.
