Homeowner Ashley
designed the fireplace
surround and mantel,
which was made froma
beam she salvaged from a
19th-century barn.

Applying grasscloth above a chair rail and
paint below it made good use of a pricey
wall covering. Six-inch crown molding
highlights the now 8-foot ceiling height.
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The footprint stayed the same in the 380-square-foot

space, but removing a drop ceiling, an overhead divider,
and lots of paneling made it feel twice as large
