Of interest to the Jackson family recently was the discovery of a [} JSeig -
bundle of old documents which told the story of the building of the | & .
family home at Yalca almost 100 years ago. The house—pictured /
right, was built for Mr George Jackson Jnr. in 1931. A summary of |
specifications as follows.....

“All concrete to be composed of 5 parts metal 3 parts sand 1 part
Portland cement. All concrete to be mixed on a wooden platform and
thrown into trenches and finished level and true to receive brickwork.
All external walls the concrete to be reinforced with 3 rows of % inch
mild steel rods and internal wall 2 rows %> mild steel rods.

All the Verandah floors to be concrete comprised as above concrete
but to be laid in blocks not larger than 18 sq. feet with ¥ inch |
expansion joints between each block & the surface smoothed off in
cement composed of 1 part fine sand 1 part cement.

Mortar to be composed of 3 parts sand one part Lime (snowflake or Lilydale).

All external walls to be cavity walls making same 27 cavity tied with gal wall ties every 5 courses in height and every 30 inches apart. No four
courses of brickwork to go more than 13 inches in height and external walls neatly struck.

Build in one fire stove in Kitchen and brick hobs in the fire places. Four fire places to be built in Clinker bricks. Lay hearth in cement to Kitchen fire
place & in tiles to other 4 hearths. Fix mantle shelves 10x2 to 5 fireplaces. Window sills in clinker bricks on edge with cement mortar.

Frame up walls of sleepout with 3x2 Hardwood with 6x3 continuous sill 3 feet below verandah beam and panned out above sill with 3x2 dressed studs
to take fly wire. Cover fly wire on studs with ¥ cover strips. Cover walls of sleepout up to sill with 7" Baltic weatherboards with 2%:x1% angle stop.
Plaster all walls in 2 coats work floating to be composed of Mortar 3 parts sand one part Lime run through fine sieve and set in putty & plater Paris.
Run dado in Kitchen & Bathroom 4 ft 6 high .

Paint 3 coats of best white lead & Linseed oil paint on all verandah posts & beams, eaves of verandah, outside of all doors and windows & outside of
sleepout and inside of Kitchen & Bathrooms to be painted white. All spouting & downpipes to have 2 coats of paint as specified above.

2 coats of linseed oil and 1 coat of gloss oil under side of Verandah ceiling and all interior woodwork not specified to be painted white. Give all Fibre
plaster 1 coat of Mill white.

Fix cast iron sink in Kitchen with 1% water pipe waste to outside of verandah. Fix Kauri draining board for sink . Flash sink & draining board with
3% Ib lead.”

Nine tenders were received to build this house, mainly from Shepparton builders, and their quotes ranged from £1050 to £1428 with the average being
£1242 . This is equivalent to $2314 at current exchange rate. Imagine building a large brick house for that amount today!!
