I recently came across this article in an old school reader from 85 years ago, published in 1937. The content of the story will possibly be familiar to our
more senior readers but it carries an interesting message for the younger ones.

S ensory self-regulation is the brain’s ability to calm down or become more alert depending on the environment, task at hand, and social situation.
The children at Nathalia Preschool have been developing their self-regulation skills with the support of our visiting Occupational Therapist and
Speech Therapist throughout the year. The Zones of Regulation is an approach used to support the development of self-regulation in children. All the
diverse ways children feel and the states of alertness they experience are categorized into four coloured zones. Green — ready to Iearn Blue — feeling
slow, unwell, Yellow — silly, frustrated, and Red — angry. On arrival the children place their photo in a colour V
zone and share why they have put their photo in that zone. This allows the children to vocalize their feeling
and emotions to the educators and to each other. Throughout their session they can change zones as they
== meet challenges, relax, and engage.

With the sensory experience water
provides, multiple sensory systems are
targeted. It is an imaginative type of play
that can foster critical thinking skills,
improvements within fine and gross
motor skills, regulation of emotions, and
encouragement of social and language
development.

The children share their learning space,
working beside each other, sharing the
resources. To extend on their learning,
cornflour was added to the play. Using
their hands to mix it together the
children could run their hands through it L

Howie Marshall O.A.M. Commemorative Exhibition
100 Years 1922 -2022

| i‘eel welcome to drop in at the G.R.A.l.N. Store Art Gallery, the Community Art Gallery
section at the back, so see an exhibition about Howie Marshall’s life. The exhibition
starts today, Thursday December 1* and finishes on December, 11%,

Howie excelled as a dedicated amateur botanist; he left us a priceless legacy of knowledge
about our local flora. Nathalia Wildflower Group now carries that legacy forward and
honours his work with this exhibition.

Howie was a great environmentalist. His unique life is recorded in his autobiography, The
Way It Was; the book details how he built his own home on his property at Waaia and also
made nearly everything he needed. You can view it at the exhibition and buy a copy at the
Barmah Forest Heritage and Education Centre in the main street. The book, always
popular, has been reprinted many times.

Howie, full name, Arthur Howell Marshall, died in 2016, at 94 years of age, having lived
much of his life in almost complete self subsistence; he had no power connected to his
house for heating and cooling. The old combustion stove provided heating and on the hottest of days, even into his nineties, he sat by his potting shed
outside in the shade, quietly dozing, reading his newspapers and listening to his battery operated radio. It was a crystal set when he was younger and,
yes, he made that too.
