Thursday 29th February at 12.30pm, to share their writing
experiences.
What do you do when COVID closes your business after 27 years and
you are almost 80? Start a new career in writing. Ruth and Don Pollock
both decided to try their hands at writing a book but rather than write
one together they approached the task separately.

Ruth published two books in 2023. Her first book Clouds and Sunshine
was published early in the year.

The book centres around Rosie Franklin, an enthusiastic teacher and
sports coach who, through her desire for adventure, cements a
friendship into a loving relationship with Chas Anderson. Chas, a local,
daredevil stunt pilot, is also a well-known crop-duster. Together they
weave their dreams for the future,
unaware of the betrayal by friends
and associates to undermine their
aspirations.

In December 2023, Ruth launched
her second book Hard Women.

The book compares women’s lives
between 19th century Sweden and
Australia from 1870 to 2021. The
many challenges faced by females
during the period, particularly in the
West Australian Goldfields (1899-
1910), the First World War, the
Great Depression, the Second World
War, Vietnham and COVID, are
recorded in a personal narrative
style.

Moira Shire seeks community consultation on Kerbside bin services

M oira Shire Council is preparing to be part of the Victorian
State’s four-bin system, rolling out a new purple lid bin
for glass recycling.

To prepare for this new bin, the current kerbside service is
being reviewed taking into consideration increasing recycling
rates and costs to ratepayers while following the Federal
Government's National Waste Action Plan and Victorian'
Government's Circular Economy Act 2021, vision of diverting 80
per cent of waste from landfill by 2030.

Moira Shire residents can be part of the conversation by sharing
their waste and recycling habits and which kerbside option is
best suited for their household as part of our kerbside changes’
consultation, which can be found on Council’s Moira Matters, community
engagement platform.

Altering the frequency of kerbside collections provides an opportunity to
improve household waste management, better manage costs to
ratepayers, and drive behaviour change that will help us get closer to
Australia’s 80 per cent target of items diverted from landfill. This will also

minimise money wasted from recyclable and
recoverable items going to landfill.

Moira Shire Council Chief Executive Officer,
Matthew Morgan said we’re on a mission to
boost household recycling habits and shape
our kerbside system to create a more sustainable community.
“All Victorian council kerbside services are moving to a four-
bin system to help reduce the amount of waste sent to landfill
and improve the quality of recyclable items. Council is
preparing to introduce the Purple Glass Bin this year and
needs the support of the community to drive our diversion
rate up to 80 per cent and deliver a sustainable kerbside
service, and ultimately save money in the longer term by avoiding the
levies of waste to landfill.

“Residents will have a number of opportunities to be part of the
conversation by going online, or meeting with our Waste and
Environmental Services team at pop-up locations.
