A series of 30 degree days is a < i
reminder of summer’s arrival, making

it the perfect time for Goulburn Valley &

Water and Moira Shire to celebrate a
partnership that now gives residents and
visitors access to drinking water in
community spaces.

The installation of three new hydration §

stations in 2023 means people can now 1

access drinking water from 11 drinking
fountains in 10 towns across the shire.

Numurkah’s second hydration station was
installed in Newman Square in June this
year. Other stations were installed at the

same time at the Katunga Recreation

Reserve and Barmah’s Jack Edwards
Reserve. |
Goulburn Valley Water Managing Director
Steve Capewell said providing access to
free drinking water through hydratio
stations was important to help support
healthy and active lifestyles.

“Summer months mean more people are |
out and about so ensuring there is access
to free water in community spaces will
help people stay hydrated and drink more
water in warmer weather,” Dr Capewell |
said.

Seven other towns also have hydration
stations, including on Blake Street in
Nathalia and Scott Reserve in Cobram.

\ Have you been trying your luck at fishing since the Cod season opened on December
1st??

This photograph belongs to the Red Cliffs Historical Society. A report in the Mildura
Weekly (date unknown) reported as follows.......

“STUNNING CATCH.....

This picture was obviously taken before the days of catch and release. It’s a monster

Cod, tipping the scales at over 250 Ib and caught in the 1920’s in the Murray River
. near Robinvale. History says it was stunned by a riverboat, caught by the crew, and
transported by wheelbarrow into the township to be weighed by the local butcher.

It is the largest known cod to be caught in the Murray or Darling River waters,
although the head of a cod, said to weigh well over 200 Ibs was featured for years in
the Adelaide Museum.”

And from an article in a Mildura newspaper we can see the beginnings of a closed
season to protect the breeding of the Murray Cod.

Sunraysia Daily (Mildura) dated 3 August 1937 reported......

“Close Season for Murray Cod and other River Fish”

“A close season of three months for Murray Cod and other Murray river fish was
proclaimed today by the Governor-in-Council. The restriction operates from
September 1 to November 30.

Simultaneously New South Wales authorities are proclaiming a close season of three
months. South Australia, however, objects to this period and proposes to proclaim a

close season in September and October and only for Murray Cod.”

A woman who was camping over the weekend needed to be airlifted to
Melbourne after a butane gas canister she was using to power some
cooking equipment exploded.

Always use gas powered cooking equipment in accordance with
manufacturer’s instructions. Do not modify or substitute parts and
equipment as it may pose a safety hazard.

Ensure all gas appliances are in good condition, operating correctly. Gas
cylinders are not to be used inside for cooking or heating.

Spending a few minutes to complete safety checks could keep your loved
ones safe.

If you're using a gas barbecue, follow these steps to make sure it’s safe:

e Check to see if the cylinder is damaged. Don’t try to refill a damaged
cylinder — exchange it at a reputable supplier.

¢ Check the hose to make sure it hasn’t deteriorated. Spray the hose and
regulator connections with soapy water before firing up the barbecue.
Soap bubbles will appear if gas is escaping; if this occurs, turn off the gas
and correct or replace the connections.

e Check that your barbeque is clean. Excess fat or residue can cause a
fire.

Ensure the area within 3 meters from the outer perimeter of the

barbecue is clear of flammable material.

Don’t forget to switch the barbecue off at the cylinder when you’re

finished with it as well.

Between 1 July 2021 and 30 June 2022 Across Victoria, CFA responded to

more than 135 barbecue fires in country areas. Staying safe around your

barbecue means you won’t have a crew of firefighters dropping by.

Remember, never leave cooking unattended. However, if your barbecue

does catch fire, call Triple Zero (000), and if it is safe to do so, turn off the

gas at the meter or cylinder.

Barbecue safety tips:

e If a fire occurs, turn off the gas at the cylinder or meter, but only if
safe to do so. In most cases this should allow the fire to extinguish
itself. If you’re unable to extinguish the fire safely, call Triple Zero
(000).

e Check the LP gas cylinder on your barbecue before you turn it on. A
cylinder must not be refilled if it hasn’t been tested for more than 10
years or if the cylinder has been damaged.

e Have your gas cylinder tested and ensure you use a licensed gasfitter.

Keep The Holiday Season Fire Safe

You can exchange LP gas cylinders at a reputable supplier.

e Be aware all newly manufactured LPG gas appliances, including
outdoor patio barbecues and cylinders, are fitted with a safer gas
connection to prevent gas from being released if the connection is
not properly fitted.

e Check the hose to make sure it has not deteriorated.

e Check the connections to make sure they are tight and that the O
rings are in good condition and have not cracked or split.

e Check for gas leaks by spraying soapy water on the connections and
hoses. Bubbles will appear if there is a leak when you turn on the gas.

e Use your barbecue in a clear space. Never use it indoors or in a
confined area and ensure there is adequate clearance from walls,
fences, and other property.

e Cook with barbecue utensils and wear an apron to protect yourself
from hot fat.

e Remove excess fat from the barbecue after each use to prevent fires.

e Do not use barbecues in windy conditions as the burners may blow
out, risking a gas leak.
