The Australian National Maritime Museum, based in Darling Harbour, is Australia’s national centre for maritime collections, exhibitions, research and
archaeology. They’re the leader in the preservation, promotion and storytelling of Australia’s maritime heritage — they are Australia’s museum of the
sea. Welcoming over 850,000 visitors annually they share Australia’s maritime stories with millions of people across Australia and overseas including
families, interstate visitors and international tourists.
