Care & Cleaning
1. To clean the Applicator, gently wipe the surface 
with a cotton swab or a soft cloth moistened with 
hydrogen peroxide. You can wipe the applicator 
regularly with clean water.
2. Use a soft, dry cloth or cotton swab to clean the 
other surfaces. Do not use abrasive cleaners. Do not 
submerge the Applicator or Control Unit in water.
3. Store the equipment in a dry location, free from 
dust, away from direct sunlight. The storage 
temperature should be within 10oC to 40oC.
4. Clips (e) and (j) are made of tough, high-impact 
plastic materials. However, excessive bending can 
cause permanent deformation or breakage.

Press the button (e) to switch the unit on. A single 
beep will sound. The unit will remain switched on 
for 25 minutes.

  Switch the unit on only after the applicator is 
properly in position.

Replacing the Battery
Replace the battery when 
the Control unit beeps 5 
times continuously, or 
when the low battery 
indicator blinks.
