ASSEMBLING THE TABLE

Remove the protecting package from the pieces taking care to not harm

any parts with cutting surfaces or objects such as knives, scissors or
cutters.

Once the packaging has been removed, lay the parts in a horizontal

surface , if needed, use the protecting package to soften the surfaces
and protect the parts from getting harmed. The eventual displacement
and accommodation of the table must be done by more than one
person according to the size and weight of the model, in order to avoid
possible falls or damages.

Lay the tabletop into a horizontal surface, facing down.

Insert the base through the bottom opening of the tabletop, alligning

its internal undercut with the square ledge on the base. Notice that the
base is on the correct positioning when it fits in the tabletop, not
rotatinganymore.

With the base positioned, access the holes through it's lower opening,

fastening the provided screws (S1) to finish the assembling.
