If you experience an accumulation of black carbon (soot) on your logs it is an indication of incomplete
combustion and you must correct the log placement as instructed in this manual. If significant sooting
continues, stop using this gas log set.

After setting the logs into position as described above, ensure each is properly and firmly seated. The
vent-free gas log set will not function as intended if the logs are not correctly positioned. When placed
properly, the flames will not strike any portion of the logs. Periodically check the positioning of all logs to
ensure proper log placement and stability. If any flame is striking the logs, recheck log placement. Adjust
to conform with instructions. There should be no flame impingement on the logs.
