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1. PRODUCT INFORMATION

1.1 FUNCTION
The MFD-S Manual Fireplace Damper for solid fuel prevents 
conditioned air from escaping through the chimney when the 
fireplace is not in use, and to prevent backdraft down the 
chimney, saving energy. 
The MFD-S is a manual fireplace damper with a gravity 
actuated damper. It is designed to be used with round 
chimney pipe systems. Although it is designed to support 
and function with an ENERVEX chimney fan, it works equally 
well without it. It can be used as a replacement for worn-out, 
zero clearance fireplance dampers. It is easy to open with 
cable and handle (included) mounted in the fireplace.
The MFD is easy to install because the damper simply slides 
inside the flue. 
The MFD-S is designed for chimney top installations and is 
for use with solid fuel fireplaces and appliances. 

The damper is rated for temperatures up to 1400oF (760oC).
All metal components are 316L stainless steel. Top plate is 
constructed of 16GA and other components are 18GA.

1.2 SHIPPING
Damper, actuator, cover and hardware are shipped as a unit.

* If other components are shipped, they will appear as 
separate items on the packing list.

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3.  MECHANICAL INSTALLATION

3.1 LOCATION
Mount the MFD outdoors at the top of a steel chimney. Slide 
the collar of the MFD into the steel chimney until the damper 
rests on the stop flange. Sheet metal screws may be installed 
around the collar into the chimney for additional support.
Once the MFD is secured, place the RSHT fan on the 
adapter. Use the mounting holes on the fan base as a drill 
template to make one mounting hole in each corner of the 
adapter. Use bolts and locking nuts to secure the fan to the 
MFD.

3.2 BRACKET AND CABLE INSTALLATION
NOTE:
Cable length must not exceed 30 feet. If you need a longer 
cable, contact ENERVEX.
Mount bracket in fireplace. 
1) Using 1/4" drill bit, drill one hole about 1" into brick 
towards the front of the firebox approximately 20" off the 
firebox floor.
2) Insert nail anchor in top hole of bracket and secure to 
firebox wall with hammer.
3) Install second nail anchor to bracket.

3.3 INSTALLATION OF THE CABLE AND HANDLE
1) Pull handle and cable through bracket  until slack is 
removed. Loosen brass lug with Allen wrench and slide the 
cable up to bracket. Pull cable down until damper closes 
then tighten brass lug with Allen wrench.
2) Check and adjust operation. Then remove excess cable.

4.  OPERATION

4.1 OPERATION
Close the damper by pulling the cable down and sliding the 
brass lug under the bracket. Secure within one of the slots. To 
open damper release brass lug from under the bracket and let 
cable ascend.

5.  MAINTENANCE AND TROUBLESHOOTING

5.1 ACCESS FOR CLEANING
To ensure proper cleaning, access to the duct must be 
available per the following instructions.
Follow NFPA 96 (or other code if applicable) for required 
openings in the duct for accessibility required for thorough 
cleaning. Some of these openings requirements are:
•	 Openings at change of direction, if not accessible fro mthe 	
	 duct entry or discharge.
•	 Access for cleaning and inspection where fans with duct 	
	 work connected on both sides within 3' of each side of fan.
Horizontal ducts only:
•	 Opening for thorough cleaning at 12' intervals, where 		
	 opening is not large enough for personnel entry. 
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Vertical ducts only:
•	 Access at the top of a vertical riser to accommodate 		
	 personnel descent.
•	 Where personnel entry is not possible, access at every 		
	 floor.

5.2 CLEANING
Clean the MFD periodically at the same time the fan and/or 
chimney are cleaned.
Damper should be cleaned with a cloth or rag. Check for and 
remove any debris that may be blocking the damper opening 
or chimney.
