WORK AREA SAFETY

» Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered benches
and dark areas Invite accidents.

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* Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such
as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases, or dust. Power
tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

» Keep bystanders, children, and visitors away while operating
a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

= Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention I1s necessary
when used by or near a child. Not recommended for use by children.

* Keep long hair and loosen clothing away from openings and
moving parts.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

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POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

= Know this tool. Read this manual caretully, learn its applications and
imitations, as well as the specific potential hazards related to this tool.

= Use the right unit. Do not use this unit for any job except that for
which it Is intended.

= Use only as described in this manual. Use only manufacturer’s
recommended attachments.

= Use only accessories that are recommended by the manufacturer
for your model. Accessories that may be suitable for one tool, may
become hazardous when used on another tool.

= Always have a firm footing and grip on the tool to counteract
any force that may be enacted during the operation of the tool.

= Never point the tool at the user or others in the work area. This
could cause serious Injury.

= Never attempt to clear clogs from unit without first removing
battery.

= Do not force tool. Use the correct tool for your application. The
correct tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it Is
designed.

BATTERY PACKS

The battery pack i1s not fully charged out of the carton. Before using
the battery pack and charger, read the safety instructions below and
then follow charging procedures outlined.

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Do not charge or use the battery pack in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids,
gases or dust. Inserting or removing the battery pack from the
charger may ignite the dust or fumes.

 NEVER force the battery pack into the charger. Do not modify
the battery pack in any way to fit into a non-compatible
charger as battery pack may rupture causing serious personal

Injury.
« Charge the battery packs only in designated KIMO chargers.
* DO NOT splash or mmerse in water or other liquids.

« Do not store or use the tool and battery pack in locations
where the temperature may reach or exceed 104 °F (40 °C)
(such as outside sheds or metal buildings in summer). For
best life store battery packs in a cool, dry location.

NOTE: Do not store the battery packs in a tool with the
trigger switch locked on. Never tape the trigger
switch in the ON position.

WARNING! Fire hazard. Never attempt to open the battery
pack for any reason. If the battery pack case Is cracked or
damaged, do not insert Into the charger. Do not crush, drop
or damage the battery pack. Do not use a battery pack or
charger that has received a sharp blow, been dropped,
run over or damaged in any way (e.g., pierced with a nail,
hit with a hammer, stepped on). Damaged battery packs
should be returned to the service center tor recycling.

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WARNING! Fire hazard. Do not store or carry the
battery pack so that metal objects can contact
exposed battery terminals.

The battery pack can
explode In a fire. Toxic fumes and materials are created when lithium
ion battery packs are burned.

BATTERY CHARGERS

» DO NOT attempt to charge the battery pack with any chargers
other than the ones in this manual. The charger and battery pack
are specifically designed to work together.

» These chargers are not intended for any uses other than
charging KIMO rechargeable batteries. Any other uses may
result In risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

Do not expose the charger to rain or snow.

= Pull by the plug rather than the cord when disconnecting the
charger. This will reduce the risk of damage to the electric plug and
cord.

« Make sure that the cord is located so that it will not be
stepped on, tripped over or otherwise subjected to damage

or stress.

« Do not use an extension cord unless it is absolutely necessary.
Use of improper extension cord could result in risk of fire, electric
shock or electrocution.

 When operating a charger outdoors, always provide a dry
location and use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use.
Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» Do not place any object on top of the charger or place the
charger on a soft surface that might block the ventilation slots
and result in excessive internal heat.

Installing and Removing the Battery Pack
from the Tool

NOTE: For best results, make sure your battery pack is fully charged.

NOTE: Operating temperature of this tool is 19 °to 104 °F (-7 ° to
+40 °C). Using the tool outside of this temperature range will

decrease the life of the tool.

To install the battery pack (D) into the tool handle, align the
battery pack with the rails inside the tool's handle and slide it into the

handle until the battery pack is firmly seated in the tool and ensure
that it does not disengage.

To remove the battery pack from the tool, press the release

button (@) and firmly pull the battery pack out of the tool handle.
Insert it Into the charger as described in the charger section of this

manual.

The tube must be
attached to the housing before use.

Installing and Operation for Blower Function

(1) Blower Tube (2) Tube Lock

1. Line up the tube with the tube lock.
2. Press the tube lock and insert the tube In.

3. Toremove the tube, press the tube lock and pull tube out.

4. Press the trigger to start blowing and control the blowing speed,
or turn the fixed dial to keep the 1deal speed.

WANING! Do not operate blower without tube securely
in place. Never reach down into housing through tube
hole.

WANING! Always remove the battery when:

1. You leave blower unattended and when storing.
2. Checking, adjusting, cleaning, or working on blower.

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Charging Procedure

KIMO chargers are designed to charge KIMO battery packs in 60~90
minutes depending on the pack being charged.

To charge the battery:

1. Insert/Slide the battery pack into the charger as shown as below.

2. Plug the charger into an appropriate outlet after inserting the
battery pack.

Recharge discharged batteries as soon as possible after use
or battery life may be greatly diminished. for longest batte

life, do not discharge batteries fully. It is recommended that the
batteries be recharged after each use.

NOTE: Battery packs for this tool are shipped in a low charge
condition to prevent possible problems.

NOTE: A battery that is new or has not been used for a longer

period does not develop its full capacity until after approx.
5 charge/discharge cycles.

General Maintenance

* Wipe the exterior of the unit.

= Check the dust collection bag for cracks or damage.

= Check nuts and screws are sufficiently tightened.

= Check the battery pack and charger for cracks or damage.

Cleaning

= Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor housing free of dirt
and dust as far as possible. Wipe the equipment with a clean cloth
or blow It with compressed air at low pressure.

* We recommend that you clean the device iImmediately each time you
have finished using It.

» Clean the equipment regularly with a moist cloth and some soft soap.
Do not use cleaning agents or solvents; these could attack the plastic
parts of the equipment. Ensure that no water can seep into the device.

= To assure product SAFETY and RELIABILITY, repairs, maintenance

and adjustment (including brush inspection and replacement) should
be performed by a KIMO factory service center.
