Installation Instructions

Step 1: Open the carton and take out the parts. Check whether the number of
components is complete.

Step 2: Pop the hood. Then, use a T-15 Torx Socket to remove the two hood latch
handle mounting bolts. Remove the outer portion of the hood latch handle.
(Figure 1)

Step 3: Remove the plastic clips (x10) that hold on the radiator cover. (Figure 2)

Step 4: Remove the radiator cover from the vehicle. (Figure 3)
Step 5: Use a 10mm Socket to remove the four grille mounting bolts. (Figure 4)

Step 6: Use a plastic tool to gently pry open the clips on the back of the grille.
Then, remove the grille from the vehicle. (Figure 5-6)




Step 7: Using a T-15 Torx Bit, remove the five (per side) front lower inner fender
well bolts. (Figure 7)

Step 8: Using a 15mm Socket, remove the bumper support bar mounting bolts (3 per side).
Then, remove these bumper support bars from the vehicle. (Figure 8)
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Step 9: Using a 10mm socket, remove one bolt (per side) that connects the auxiliary
bracket to the frame on the OEM bumper. (Figure 9)
Step 10: Peel back the rubber piece directly under where the grille was mounted.
Use a 13mm and an 18mm Socket to remove the two upward facing
bolts (per side). (Figure 10)




Step 12: Disconnect the electrical connector on the passenger side of the bumper
by pulling on the red tab and depressing the locking clip. (Figure 11)
Step 13: Disconnect the electrical harness from the fog lights in the bumper. (Figure 14)

Step 14: Remove the sensor from the sensor housing by expanding both sides
of the sensor housing and lifting up. (Figure 15-16)
NOTE: Sensors are extremely delicate and must be handled with care!
Do not push on face of sensors to remove!

Step 15: Remove the sensor housing from the bumper by depressing the four (4)
tabs while pulling outward from the outside of the bumper. (Figure 17-18)




Step 16: Using a 15mm Socket, remove the bumper brackets from the truck's frame
horns. (Figure 19)
Step 17: Cut the bumper brackets along the red marker line. (Figure 20)
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Step 18: Loosen all the bolts holding the yellow parts on the front bumper as shown
below, then remove the yellow part of the marker. (Figure 21-23)




NOTE:
* If you purchased our winch bracket, you will need to install our winch bracket first.
> If you have not purchased our winch plate, skip steps 15-16.

Step 19:

Remove seven four millimeter allen screws out,and clock the winch 90 degrees
so that the handle is facing out the front of the vehicle and it's way easier to
engage and disengage the clutch. Then, Mount the winch to the winch bracket
with the four OEM bolts. (Figure 24- 22)

7pcs Bolts

Step 20: Install the winch bracket on the vehicle according to the instructions that
came with the winch plate.(note that a license plate holder is not required)




Step 21: Reinstall the front bumper bracket and the disassembled bumper, then
tighten all retaining bolts. (Figure 29)

Step 22: Installation of factory fog lights or 4 Inch Ledlights.

NOTE: If you want to install the 4 Inch Ledlights, you'll need to install the 4 Inch
Ledlights brackets first.
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NOTE: If you want to install the factory fog lights, you'll need to install the fog
light brackets first.
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Step 23: Install the Auxiliary Heater Wiring Harness into your new bumper. (Figure 27-28)
*Note: If your car does not haveAuxiliary Heater Wiring Harmness, this step can be ignored.
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Step 24: Install the front bumper.
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* If you have our winch bracket installed, all you need to do is fasten the front
bumper to the winch bracket.
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> If you don't have our winch bracket installed, you will need to install the accessory
bracket first, then install the front bumper.
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Step 25: Install the Shackles.

Installation Instructions

Step 1: Open the carton and take out the parts. Check whether the number of
components is complete.

Step 2: Install the H-Rubber Strip.

Step 4: Install the parking sensor mounting rings into your new bumper.
*Note: If your car does not have sensor, this step can be ignored.

Romove the rubber stoppers.

Be sure to install them in the same position/orientation as they came off the OEM
bumper. If the rings do not click into place, you may have to file the tabs down a
little to allow for the thicker material of your new bumper.

You may have to file these surfaces back a little. - Then, push it into its precut hole in the bumper.
