1. Prior to the installation, please ensure that the installation surface is level and solid and will be
able to support the total weight of the unit. Also make sure that the walls are plumb. Depending
on the type of unit you are installing, some adjustments in leveling may be possible. However,
irregular installation, surface level or out of square conditions can result in serious problems for
your installation. Please note that some adjustments and drilling may be necessary. Please
protect all primary surfaces of the product during installation. Never set your glass down directly
onto a tile floor. Always use a piece of wood or cardboard to protect the bottom edge and corners
of the glass.

2. Note: The installation of this unit requires that you drill down into the threshold.

(Attach the Hinges (B) to the Glass Door (E) using two
vinyl hinge gasket per side. (Fig 1)

2 Glass Door(E) Assembly Installation

/1. Set the Glass Door (E)Assembly onto
the threshold at the desired location with
Wood Shims(ee) and check for level.
Carefully butt the door with the hinge side 0
against the wall, adjust its position and

check for plumb with a level.

2.Measure the total width of the finished
opening bottom"W" and record it.

ATTENTION: Check the Glass Door(E)
with a level to verify that it is plumb before
marking the hinge positions. 0

2 Glass Door(E) Assembly Installation

q\ Align the Glass Door(E) so that it is vertical\

to the wall and parallel to the threshold.
Measure the bottom clearance of the door and
threshold on the outside of shower and
determine an equidistance. (Fig 3.1)

2. Hold the door in place and mark the drill
holes for both Hinges (B) on the wall. (Fig 3.2)

3. Set the door aside and drill the holes.(Fig 3.3
and Fig 3.4)

4. Place the Glass Door (E) back onto the
threshold with the 3/8" wood and attach
both hinges to the wall using the Screws
ST5x40 (dd). (Fig 3.5)

Use a miter saw to cut the Bottom

Profile (J) to the actual width of the W

5 Stationary Glass(H) Installation

(‘ Install the Bottom Profile(J) and Wall Profile (I) onto the\
Stationary Glass (H) in the shown location. Place the door
open of the Stationary Glass(H) on threshold opposite of
Glass Door(E). Adjust the Stationary Glass(H) and Wall
Profile(l) against the wall to compensate for any out of plumb
conditions ensuring that the Stationary Glass(H) is level
vertically and Wall Profile (1) is flush with the wall.

4 Install the Magnetic Strip (G) on the vertical edge of the\
Stationary Glass (H).Align the Stationary Glass(H) with
the threshold door mark and then close the door. Adjust
the position of the Stationary Glass(H) so that the
Magnetic Strip(G) makes tight contact to the Glass
Door(E) from top to bottom.

NOTE: The top of the Stationary Glass(H) must be
level with the Glass Door(E).

Mark the position of the Stationary Glass(H) along

the inside edge of both profile on the wall and

threshold base.

Mark the Wall Profile (l) at the top horizontal glass edge.

Wall Profile (I) Installation

1. Remove the Wall Profile (I), Bottom Profile (J) and
Magnetic Strip (G) from the Stationary Glass (H)

and set the Stationary Glass(H) aside; Place the Wall
Profile(l) align vertically with the mark on the wall.

2. Mark the drill holes on the wall through the predrilled
holes in the Wall Profile (I).

3. Dirill holes in the wall using @1/4" drill bit and insert the
@1/4" Wall Anchors (aa).

4, Apply silicone along the bottom surface and around
the holes of the Wall Profile(l) .

5. Fasten the Wall Profile(l) to the wall with the Screw
ST4.2x30 (bb).

7 Bottom Profile(J) Installation

1. Align vertically with wall mark.

2. Mark the drill holes on the wall through the predrilled
holes in the Bottom Profile(J).

3. Now drill holes in the wall using @1/4" drill bit and
insert the @1/4" Wall anchors (aa).

4. Apply silicone along the bottom surface and around
the holes of the Bottom Profile(J).

5. Fasten the Bottom Profile(J) to the wall with the
Screw ST4.2x30 (bb).

SHOWER DOOR

Insert the Stationary Glass (H) into the groove of both
profile.

NOTE: If you have difficulty inserting the Stationary
Glass(H) into the profile, you can slightly tap on the
Stationary Glass(H) with a rubber mallet and a piece of
wood.

If needed , adjust the position of the Stationary Glass(H)
so that the Magnetic Strip(G) makes tight contact to the
Glass Door(E) from top to bottom.

2.Remove the Top Bar (F) and mark the

holes for drilling as Fig.b;

3.Drill one @5/16”(8mm) hole and insert
the Wall Anchor (dd). Attach the Top Bar
(D) using ST5 x 30 Screws (cc) as Fig.c.
