It is known as the holy
month of fasting (sawm), where Muslims are required to fast
(not eat or drink anything) during daylight hours. There are
some exceptions to the fasting requirements, if o person
becomes ill or must travel during Ramadan they con moke up
their lost fosting doys after Ramadan is over. Pregnont or
nursing women, young children and the elderly are also exempt

from fasting.
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
