LUNAR NEW YEAR

Whatis Lunar New Year?

The Lunar New Year marks the first
new moon of the lunar colendar and
is celebroted across Asia, os well as
in other countries and major cities
around the world.

The lunar calendar is based on 12 full
cycles of the moon (354 doys).
Periodically, an extra month is added
to the lunor calendar to keep it close
to the solar year (365 days). This is
why the start date of the Lunar
New Year changes.

Countries That Celebrate

The celebration has dif ferent names
in dif ferent countries. The most
well-known hos been Chinese New
Year (in Chinese, it is colled Chunjie).
Others celebrating Lunar New Year
include Vietnom (Tet in Vietnamese),
the Korean Peninsula (where it is
called Seollal), Indonesia (where it is
colled Imlek), Molaysia, the
Philippines, Singapore, and more.

Lunar New Year is also known as the
Spring Festival in China. It is
celebraoted by one—sixth of the
world's populotion and usually occurs
between January 21 and February
20.
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Red and gold decorations are a popular way to celebrate.

How To Celebrate

The themes of celebration for
Lunar New Yeor are similar in rany
countries. Festivities focus on family,
food, and the new year. However,
there are dif ferences in the
celebrations, depending on which
country is marking the Lunar New
Year.

Red decorations are o popular way
to celebrate (gold is another popular
colour), os is preparing ond serving
traditional foods at family meals.

In Ching, popular foods served
throughout the holidoy are
dunnplings, rice cakes, spring roalls,
and fish. In Malaysio, randarin
oranges are a symbol of good luck,
while in the Philippines, families enjoy
a midnight feost that includes
round-shaped fruits (since that
