You must pair your Moki PlaySafe Kids Headphones with 
a wireless device before they can be used wirelessly.

Turn on wireless pairing mode on your mobile phone 
or play device. 

The play device should automatically start searching 
for the headphones. Some players may require you to 
select “search for/add new device”.

Once turned on, the Moki PlaySafe Kids Headphones 
will enter pairing mode.

The LED indicator will flash blue/red, ready to pair with 
a wireless device.

Select “Moki PlaySafe” on your device to pair your 
headphones. No password will be required. If your 
device requires a password, use “0000”.

If paired previously to a device, the Moki PlaySafe Kids 
Headphones will connect to that device.  

Note:	 If headphones do not pair with a new device within 
	 90 seconds they will enter “Standby mode”.

	 Moki PlaySafe Kids Headphones may be paired to 
	 PCs and laptops with wireless capability. 
	 Go to your computer’s wireless settings and 
	 follow the prompts to connect in a similar way 
	 as described above.

	 After pairing, ensure the “Sound Output” is set to 
	 your wireless device (not “Internal Speakers”).  
	 Some computers may require wireless audio 
	 output to be enabled each time you connect.
