• Do not operate this product using a damaged or compromised power cord.

• Before removing the unit from the toilet bowl, disconnect the power cord.

• Do not connect other electrical appliances to the same power outlet as 
this product.

• This product is not a toy. Please make sure children do not play with 
this product.

• This product is not intented for use by children, the elderly, and the disabled 
without close supervision.

• Never block the air vents of this product or place it on a soft surface, such as 
a bed or couch, where the vents may be blocked.

It may 
cause a burn or electric shock.

• Do not operate the unit if it is malfunctioning, as it may cause a fire or elec-
tric shock. Disconnect the power plug and call Easyflex.

• Use a nominal 120V circuit and GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) outlet.

• Do not use a power supply or wiring equipment beyond its specified rating.

• Do not connect multiple electrical products to the same outlet as the bidet.

• Do not use an ungrounded outlet or extension cord for this product.

• It is imperative that a properly grounded outlet is used. If you are unsure with 
grounding or don’t have a GFCI outlet, contact a qualified electrician to have 
one installed.

Improper use of the grounding plug can result in an electric shock.WARNING
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BEFORE YOU BEGIN

WHAT TO EXPECT DURING INSTALLATION
THE 3 MAIN STEPS.

REMOVE THE CURRENT TOILET SEAT

Find the bolt caps at the back of the 
seat and open them if they’re closed.  
                  
Next, firmly grip the nut that is  
fastened to the end of the bolt 
and begin turning the bolt 
counterclockwise to unfasten the 
seat. In some cases, if the nut has 
wings, you can turn the nut while 
holding down the bolt. 
Depending on your toilet seat, 
you may need to use a phillips 
screwdriver and a wrench.

CHECK FOR MISSING PARTS

To ensure your installation is worry-free, please make sure you have all the 
necessary parts from the factory by referencing the parts list. Set each part 
aside so you can easily access them during installation.

STEP 1 PREPARE!
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CONNECT TO YOUR BATHROOM 
OUTLET (BEST OPTION)

If your bathroom is equipped with a 
grounded electrical outlet (GFCI), plug your 
power cord into it to turn the bidet on.

OUTLET NOT AVAILABLE

If your bathroom is not equipped with a 
grounded electrical outlet, an extension cord 
may be used to connect the power cord to a 
GFCI outlet. Please use a grounded 
extension cord.

POSITIONING BRACKET

PLEASE NOTE: Your positioning bracket setup may look different from the image above. 
Please make sure each screw is spaced inside the frame identically to each other.

THE POSITIONING BRACKET MUST BE INSTALLED PROPERLY

Before installing the bidet seat, it is imperative the
positioning bracket is installed first AND properly.
If this bracket is not positioned and installed 
properly, your bidet seat will not be aligned with 
your toilet.

Connect the flexible hose

OPERATION CHECK

Connect the flexible hose to the T-valve 
and the main body.

Turn the water supply valve 
counterclockwise to allow water flow.

Connect the power cord

Plug the power cord into a grounded 
electrical outlet. If there is no outlet, 
use a grounded extension power cord.

1. Turn the water supply valve counterclockwise to check for water leakage.

2. Connect the power plug into the electrical outlet.

3. Check the operation of each function.

Insert the main bidet body into the groove on the installed 
positioning bracket until the fastening hooks “click”.

To remove the bidet body from the positioning bracket, simply pull 
the lever to unhook the fasteners and pull the bidet body off.

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Power Saving Mode

Spray Wand Cleaning*

• To clean manually, use a soft cloth or 
toothbrush to clean the spray wand.

• Do not use strong acidic or alkaline 
cleaners or fluoride-based detergents 
containing abrasive compounds.

To auto clean the spray wand, press 
the cleaning button when the seat is 
not occupied for 2 minutes.

Press the cleaning button for 3 seconds. 
When the wand extends out (for 2 minutes), 
use a soft, damp cloth or toothbrush to clean.

Spray Wand Auto Clean Spray Wand Manual Clean

• Press the ECO button to save energy while the product is not in use.

• Press the ECO button once for general saving mode (green LED light will turn on) 
and to maintain the preset temperature for 30 minutes after standing up. 

• Afterwards, the water heater turns OFF and the seat temperature sets to 86°F 
(water heater and heat seater turns OFF in 24 hours).

• Press the ECO button twice for strong saving mode (red LED light will turn on) to 
turn off both the water heater and seat heater.

• To deactivate Power-Save mode, press the ECO button until the LED turns off.

• In the case a user sits down while in a power saving mode, the seat sensor will 
turn ON, the water heater and seat heater will start working automatically to 
reach the preset temperature (takes 5 minutes to reach the preset temp).

• When the user stands up, the seat sensor turns OFF and the water heater and 
seat heater automatically returns to Power-Save mode.

• Washing and drying fuctions will work under Power-Save mode.

MAINTENANCE

*The spray wand cleaning function will not work while in Child Mode.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If the product is not operating properly, please refer to the following 
possible solutions.

Power Supply

WASH, BIDET, MULTI wash functions

Problem Possible Cause(s) Solution

The unit is
not working

Is the power turned off?
Or is the circuit breaker turned off?

Wait until the power is restored, 
or turn on the circuit breaker

Is the operation lamp on the
lateral control panel turned off?

Plug the power cord into the 
electrical outlet

Water pressure 
is weak

Is the water pressure too low? Increase the water pressure

Is the strainer clogged? Clean the strainer

Water is cold

Is the temperature set too low or
is the unit turned off?

Is it in Power-Save mode? Press the ECO button

Water spray stops 
during use

Cleaning stops 90 seconds after
pressing WASH/BIDET/MULTI buttons.
